Inthe unpredictable world ofacid house, Junior Boy's Own are true
underground pioneers. Boy's Own began in the late Eighties, kicked off
by agroup of lke-minded mates, and itwasn’tlong before London
Records offered them amajorlabel leg-up. But these things don'talways
last, so when the deal expired, Junior Boy's Own was bom. Making their
debut with Fire Island’s 'Beat Your Bones', this was swiffly followed by
Undenworld's ‘Big Mouth' and ‘Fire lsland" by Fire Island.

Underworld gave the labeltheirfirst Top 20 smash. Released atthe end
of 1993, Underwerld’s ‘dubnobasswithmyheadman’ shot through
genres like a Smith & Wesson; mixing up elements ofblues, soul, rock
and acid house. And though the emphasis has firmly remained on single
releases, Underworld wentontosell over threemillion albums worldwide,
paving the way for acts like The Chemical Brothers. Fateintervened again
in 1996 when Pete Tong started championing an Underwerld cut called
‘Bomn Slippy'. Imposing andempowering, the record refused o die.
Bowing toincreased public pressure, Junior reissued the track and
watched as this uncompromising techno bruiser sold over half amillion
copies in England alone. o :

Soin the face of such sense-shattering unit-shifting, Junior did the only
thing they could: they moved up agear, Recent releases have seen a shift
towards a more progressive slant, with cuts from Jersey Street and The
Path exploring a tough yet soufful house sound, Always influenced by our
cousins in America, the attitude is street-smart yet admirably British, It's
naaccident that Terry Farley's Second Hand Sneakers stil smell great
several months down the line. '

And now they've launched a new label, Fuju. Firstupontheimprintwas
Futureshock with ‘Sparc’, soit's only proper that Futureshack mix Muzik’s
CD this month, a superb showcase of NewJunior. Opening with the saxy
murmurings of West Coast favourites Onionz &Joeski, the mix moves
threugh the smart disco shuffle of Dave Lee's ‘Moody', to Danny.
Tenaglia's dark new retwist of Heller and Farley's 'Rising Sun', and Muzik
anaraks will slaver over brand new tracks from Pete Heller and
Futureshock themselves.

*We've got our direction back,” nods Terry. “We're making good
old-fashioned house music again.

The Anglo-Italian label celebrates the runaway, boshing success of hard house in 2000

SOMEHOW, in the year 2000, flinging
ourselves about on dancefloors to the sound of hard
house became as much of a national pastime as
whingeing about the weather, queueing or hating
Man United, Last year was a storming one for hard
hause - it became, beyond any doubt, the sound of
the 21st century so far, And leading the charge was
south London label Nukleuz, who catapuited tracks
ke Mario Piu's ‘Communication’, Maure Picotto's
| zard’ and CRW's ‘| Feel Lovin' into the charts, and
shifted truckloads of compilations like Picotto’s The
Lizard Man' and the 'Hard House Anthems' series,
Just before Christmas, the label celebrated its
extraordinary year with a monster bash calied,
appropriately, The Sound Of The 21st Century,
heldl Incengrucusly at London's home to the

fashionably post-ronic, The Scala. For once,
every inch of the venue — packed to the limit of its
1,000 capacity — was occupied by deliiously
joyful, amm-waving ravers, leaping up and down
like salman in spawning season. Nukleuz had laid
on a number of treats: downstairs, the [abel's
ltalian superstars, Mario Pit and Mauro Picotto,
made their first UK joint appearance behind the
decks. Upstairs, up-and-coming Brit stars from
the label including Nick Sentience and BK
triggered near-meltdown, Jimmy Somenville and
Graham Gold were enjoying themselves in the VIP
room 1oo, so cleary it was & night without peer,
So how did hard house get so big in the space
of a year? Nukleuz must surely take much of the
credit for remeving it from the underground and

taking it mainstream. The label, a UK offshoal of
ltalian label Media Records, has certainly made
the most of the pumping tech-trance that Madia's
in-house geniuses Picotto and Piu bang out, and
is beginning to reap the rewards for years spenl
nurturing the likes of the alorementioned
Sentience and B, Andy Farley and Lisa Pin-Up,

And it's encouraged the hard house scene
to build in other ways, as label boss Pelel
Pritchard explains.

“We agreed {hat a DJ agency wauld be good.
We wanted to do club nights, but decided nol to
open a single club but to work with other clubs to do
Nukleuz nights, But abselutely the most impartant
thing was lo employ great producers, both in Italy
and the UK. Two years ago, there was this gieal

public imagination. Then last year, the major

we can expect similar one-man compilations
from Nick Sentience and Bl

One thing that shone through The Sound
Of The 21st Century at the Scala and
obviously permeates the Nukleuz office is a
seriously happy vibe, which the label has
clearly communicated ta the public at large.
Hard house may not satisfy the purists and,
fair enough, when it's done badly, it's
excruciating. But only the worst musical snob
could deny its sheer infectiousness, We can't
walit 1o see where it goes in 2001. (SB)

Back {n the UK, nights like Charlie Hall's
Drum Club and Andy Weatherall's Sabresonic
mixed Up the latest Djax release with the
darker @nd of progressive house, while former
Balearid DJs like Billy Nasty and Darren
Emerson flexed their new found techno

_credentials. By the mid-Nineties nights like

the Ministry's Open All Ho_t_l'r-_'a ang Universe at _
Club UK ensured that techno'was huge.

The Fuse Club in Brussels was an instant
success, Dutch producers like Speedy J,
Orlando Voorn and Steve Rachmad became
major players and Laurent Garnier, Dave
Clarke and Carl Cox hit the super-league. In
Detroit, electro was given a new lease of life
when Drexciya, Direct Beat and DJ Godfather
updated the original 808 blueprint. Robert
Hood and Jeff Mills turned techno on its head
when they pioneered a new minimal style, in
turn influencing a whole new generation of
producers like Surgeon and James Ruskin,
and in Sweden, Cari Lekebusch and Adam
Bayer developed their tribal sound.

in the UK Dis like Mr C, Eddie Richards and
Terry Francis finally gave a name to what
they'd always done — a combination of
melodic techno and deep dubby house - and
tech-house was born, as other new styles,
producers and hybrids came to the fore.

All of which brings us round to where we are
today, with techno still out there breaking the
rules, igniting passions and pushing things just
that little bit further. It may have run down a
few blind alleys in its time, but that's part of its
charm, because if techno is about anything it's
about experimenting with the extreme. That's
something that, despite its many ups and
downs, it has never lost and something that
ultimately makes it almost indefinable. In the
words of Derrick May, techno's original
philosopher, ‘It Is What It Is".

“Have you seen the movie Gladiator?”

We've been in Rome for approximately 30 minutes
and our taxi driver has already dropped the G-word.
Hard to avoid, really, when the star of the show is
looming large in the distance, a giant crown roast
rendered in stone, the ancient world's equivalent to
Wenmbley Stadium. Even through the knowing,
irony-tinted lenses of 21st Century vision, the
Colosseum is still an awesome sight. Not quite as
thrilling, admittedly, as its screen reconstruction in
Ridley Scolt's dustily homoerotic epic. But the real
deal still stands up magnificently to the computer-
enhanced movie illusion. The most potent symbol of
the might of ancient Rome, the Colosseum positively
bellows “We rule the world".

Which poses the question: what would the
ancient Romans have made of clubbing? Well,
once over the culture shock and noise level, they
probably would have recognised & pagan knees-
up much in the spirit of their own Bacchanalian
high jinks. The smart money would be on them
drinking the bar dry and dancing like dervishes
before being ejected messily by security for
bumming a passing ram. Or something. With a
history of hedonism capped by a bunch of Gods
who were seldom happier than when wombled on
mead, shagging virgins while disguised as & bull, it
could be said that the instinct for throwing a life-
threateningly good party is hardwired into the
Roman, and therefore Italian, psyche.

And in 2001, the Italians have their sights set on
another invasion, Only this time they come in
peace, armed with 12-inch singles and the arena
of conquest is the dancefloor.

It's a theory that sits well with Santos, a
DJ/preducer from the new bloom of Italian studio
talent, whose single, ‘Camels’, is paised for UK
release — and success more certain than a
Mussolini-era train timetable — very soon. Rome-
born and raised on the seductive proto-house of
Gicrgio Moroder, to him the nation of ltaly as Party
Nation is buried so deep as to be intrinsic.

“It's natural for Italians to appreciate dance music,”
he affirms. “It's in the blood, the heart. ltalian
producers have always made good dance music.
They're more into hooks, something catchy. ltalians
have a feeling for melody, for the riff. But it's not so
natural for them to produce original stuff.”

After the initial wave of chunky, pop-sensible,
piano-driven 'ltalo House" swept Europe in the late
Eighties and early Nineties, spearheaded by Black
Box's sample-heavy cuts, ltaly fell relatively silent.
Many producers moved 1o the business of cepying
the latest fashionable dancefloor jag for a quick Lira.

Santos, meanwhile, was moving from his hip hop
phase to house via records such as the Coldcut
remix of Eric B and Rakim's 'Paid In Ful'. He then
became entranced and inspired by the classical
house and techno emerging Stateside at the time.

“The records coming out of Chicago and Detroit,
like Carl Craig's Paperclip People project were very

important to me in the early Nineties,” he reminisces.

“It made me realise that pecple could produce music
in their bedraoms with just a few machines. It gave
me the power to make dance music.”

During the latter half of the Nineties, as Santos
was honing his skills as a producer and DJ, the
global dance massive creamed themselves to the
sounds bursting cut of Paris as Daft Punk opened
the doors for a new generation of French
producers. At the time it seems that many Italian
producers were watching with interest, only to

conclude that producing great dance music
outside of the US/UK axis was an idea they'd had
some fime ago. Santos believes that the current
boom in ltalian dance has much to do with the
French experience.

“There was a period when ltalian producers of
the new generation started to look at what was
happening in the rest of Europe, especially
France,” he says. ‘In the last two years they've
produced tracks that have taken influences from
these places but have made them in an Italian
way, wilh the hook at the centre.”

Which deftly brings us to ‘Camels’, a shimmering
mirage of a track with broad, cinematic strokes of
sound, which Santos co-wrote with a cactus plant.
And no, we're not jerking your toga.

“Okay, I'll tell you the truth,” Santos says, a
smile lightening the five o'clock shadow that
carpets his chin. 2

‘I have a small cactus plant in my studio, his name
is Mr Genius, and he was always asking me to make
him feel more at home. So | created an atmosphere
of a desert in the studio and made ‘Camels’. It's no
joke; Mr Genius is a very strong presence in the
studio. He gets peid royalties too."

Santos neds, warming to the gag. “But his father
isn't satisfied about the royalties his son is getting,
so I'm not geing to water him for a year."

His playful approach to music making is shared
by Dino Lenny, who we meet later in the stifling
bar area of the Muzik party's overheated hotel.

Lenny is one of the old schoal, who surfed the
first Italian dance wave with his debut track
‘Cocaine’ in 1989, Lately, the fruit of his Datalife
incamation (with Santos), a track named 'Peak’,
has been snapped up by Wall Of Sound's Mark
Jones fer release on his Nu Camp imprint next
year. But this is just one facet of Lenny's
activities, which alse include the Dub Records
partnership with Claudio Ceccolutto, various
production projects under a variety of
pseudonyms, his own imprint B Sorted and the
Londen-based Age One studio.

Sitting nearby is the smiling presence of Savino
Martinez, of Dub Duo and Easydelics fame, as is
Santos, who serenely sips a Campari. Along with
Coccalutto, these three men represent Cassino. A
town outside Rome that's so dull, explains Lenny,
“there’s nothing else fo do other than play football or
make music.” Nevertheless it's one of the key
locations on the re-drawn map of Italian house.

‘I can't understand why people are so surprised
about what's going on with Italy," says Lenny. “It's
just that people had never looked over here. And
the mistake the Italians always made was to fry
and make something that sounded English or
French or American. But since we started
developing new things, we're starting to be proved
right. | don't want to be the ltalian guy who makes
a record that sounds French.”

We're off to take part in that essential ltalian
bonding ritual, the eating of a sumptuous meal, at
a restaurant where Pier Andrea — Donatella
Versace's on call DJ, no less — is spinning a
selection of lush, US style house. In between
delicate mouthfuls, Lenny develops his theme.

“Some pecple make music for ltaly,” he explains.
‘Other people try to sell the stuff abroad, but they
do it in a very ltalian way. They try fo sell
something because they've heard it done in
England. But what they don't understand is that in
England, what's been done has been done. Then
there’s the third type of person who goes abroad
and plays abroad. They get to understand what
pecple like. And if you like it too then, hey, it's a
good day because that's where the market is.”

After the meal, a lightening tour of Rome's premier
club, Goa, passes in a blur. Beautiful faces drift by in
the dancefloor scrum, while a pile-driving soundtrack
of neo-disco and house keeps the revs nicely in the
red zone. Watching the rammed and deliriously
happy thrang, another Lenny-ism springs to mind:
“This is the country of melody and song. How can it
not have people who play and make music? Music
is part of life, so how can it not be here?”

Tomorrow it's arrivederci Roma. Next stop, Milan.

“It's something like an ltalian Renaissance,” is
how Stefano Fontana describes his country's
musical upsurge and it's easy to relate to this idea
in the chilled, sophisticated city of Milan. An
industrial shell conceals a vibrant kemel that sports
a lively pavement café culture, exquisite
architecture and more superb restaurants, After
the tourist theme park feel of Rome, Milan is much
more your ‘real’ ltaly. And as one the globe's
couture capitals, it places style high on the agenda.

Fentana has lived here since the age of one.
He started DJing in 1987 at the city’s chic Plastic
club, where Andy Warhol and Keith Haring would
hang when in town, After tiring of the same old
swing emerging from the States in the mid-
Nineties, he decided fo fashion his own flavour of
dance music and is currently putting the finishing
touches to his album, the intriguingly tifled ‘Love
Is A Sample Miracle', with a single mooted for
April release. He also feels that ltaly has looked
for inspiration elsewhere for too long.

‘I think the best goal you can have in dance
music is a personal sound or point of view," he
says. ‘| love Daft Punk, Chemical Brothers,
Aphex Twin and Masters At Work because you
can recognise their sound from a thousand
records. |don't know if that will ever happen to
me, but that's the way | want to work."

Like the Cassino posse of Lenny, Coccolutto,
Martinez and Santos, Fontana is part of the Milan-
Venice apex that includes Spiller and Alex Neri's
Planet Funk project. All three share the same
management and enjoy a close bond. All three
also seem to be poised on the cusp of success.

“Speaking with all humility, | think that this project
could be to ltaly what Daft Punk was to France, and
Basement Jaxx were 1o the UK," he teases %

The rock 'n' roll attitude is evident from the
prized Ramones T-shirt he wears. Later, when he's
DdJing at his resident haunt just outside the city
centre, The Base, Fontana has Beck emblazoned
across his chest. “He's a genius,” he says.

Dolce & Gabbana are in the house, trailing an
entourage of impossibly beautiful people of
indeterminate sex in their wake like an expensive
eau de toilette. The style-o-meter may be
careering off the scale, but the atmosphere is still
relaxed in this mixed but decidedly gay-flavoured
discatheque. In fact, relaxation has been the
general theme for the night as, prior to the club, a
tour of the city took in a series of deeply cool bars
where soundless TVs flickered and butts were softly
harnessed in overstuffed sofas. There's no doubt
that sensuality seems 1o be one of the founding
principles an which Milan was constructed.

The next day Spiller is cn the phone from his
studio-cum-home in Venice. He takes a strong
view on the term ‘sample house', an emergent
phrase that's been lobbed in his particular direction
after the success of his hit single, ‘Groovejet’
(created with a tiny digital slice of Carcl Williams'
disco sparkler ‘Love Is You') this year.

“For myself, | don't think it's possible lo describe
what | do as a style,” he explains. *'Groovejet’ is
just one track, it's not like | did an LP. The things
that | did before were all different, one to the other.
So | think it's very hard to say there's one style.

It's true that | work with samples. My instrument is
the sampler; it's the only thing | can play. So
maybe it's right to say I'm sample house? But
what does it mean? It could be disco sample
house, Latin sample house, whatever. So | don't
think it's a clear definition.”

Following a similar tip to Fontana’s, Spiller's
house epiphany took place in the mid-Nineties
when Stateside cuts just weren't cutting it.
Already a locally established DJ, he resolved to try
his hand and purchased a computer and sampler.
In 1997 he released his debut single. Then early
in 1999, the night before he was due in Miami for
the WMC, legend has it that Spiller started
tinkering with a loop frack called ‘Groovejet'.

“For me, most of the time the idea comes in one
or two hours,” he says. ‘I do most of the writing in
a short time, but it takes a long time to mix, make
it perfect and clear the sound. To clear the
samples too,” he laughs dryly.

“Of course | never expected to do a pop record
when | did ‘Groovejet’. Everything but pop! It's still
very strange for me. . . but it's good. It started
underground and became a pop hit. And that's
probably because it was that good, too good 1o
stay in the underground scene. It's cool. | do my
music and I'm happy if this music appeals to more
than club people.”

And the album'’s progress?

“It's going very slowly because | want to do it well,
so I'm taking my time with it. But I'm happy..."

He pauses, saveuring the moment.

‘... It's what | like to do.”

And that just about sums it all up for this bulletin
from the land of melody and song. The ltalians are
happy. This is what they like to do. And as each
moment passes, they're getting better and better.

IN THE UK, nip hop is trendy. It booms out of
student flats, boy bands’ dressing rocms and
dweeby jounalists” headphones. In New York, hip
hop is a way of life, and if you claim to be into it
you'd better know what you're talking about. At
tonight's menster rap-fest, an innccent question to
one of the 5,000-strong crowd as to who was DJing
brought a loud, swift response. “What you talkin’
‘bout, Willis? It's Biz Markie, niggal” Whoops.

But you can't blame the punters for being over
excited, Puffy, Afrika Bambaataa and a bunch of
other hip hop celebs are in the house to celebrate
the release of ‘Lyricist Lounge II', the album named
after the legendary open-mic club night that
launched a thousand rap careers, including that of
Biggie Smalls. But this is also a night for Rawkus to
pat themselves on the back. In a little over four
years, they've gone from cheeky underground
upstart to the largest distributor of vinyl in the world,
and the home of some of the scene’s most crealive
artists. Alongside Pharcahe Monch and their golden
boys, Mos Def and Talib Kweli, they’re launching
edgy new acts like Smut Peddlers, and putting out
classics by Kool G Rap, and the late Big L.

When Biz Markie (whose name we won't be
fargetting in a hurry) finishes warming the crowd up,
the husky Pharcahe Monch steps up, brow-teating
the eager throng with his biggest tune, 'Simon Says',
which features the memorable chorus “Get da fuck
up!" After Pharoahe's throat has packed in, we get
the first of several comic interludes from stand-up
laugh merchant Dave Chapelle, whose gags about
the number of white people in the audience provoke

responses ranging from hearty guffaws to
embarrassed chuckles, But Talib Kweli brings
everyone back together as he proves that as well as
being a thoughtful man of letters, he's able to hold
his own on stage with anyone.

Suddenly, an open-mic session begins, where the
audience are invited to have a go. But New Yorkers
are used to high standards, so it's no surprise when
they let one tearful amateur know just how wack he
is. After this, the Coca Brovaz cause total mayhem
as they leap around like the mentally impaired,
belting out the gritty crime rhymes like ‘Buckiown’
and ‘Scundbwoy Bureill' that made them legends in
the days when they were called Smif-N-Wessun
(until a lawsuit from the gun company forced them
to change their name). The Brovaz welcome Xzibit,
the only LA rapper on tonight’s bill, to the stage, and
he represents his home town with class, overcoming
any regional rivalries with an energetic bombardment
of hard but clever rhymes from his new Dre-
produced album, 'Restless’.

Finally, Mos Def takes the stage, proving that he's
risen to the next level by discarding the baggy-panted
uniform of ald for the flambaoyant, Kravitz-y look of a
‘proper’ star. The crowd offer extreme amounts of
love as Mos gets stoopid, kicking off with familiar
tracks and moving on o more experimental stuff
from his forthcoming album, featuring a full band.
The rock sections of Mos Def's set are met with
slightly lukewarm applause, but he needn't worry. To
anyone who suspected that Rawlkus artists and the
Lyricist Leunge were all hype, tonight proves beyond
doubt that this shit is indeed real, (CES)

CELEBRITYREVEW

SAMPLING IS STILL at the heart of dance music production.

Recording sounds, cutting them up and triggering them via MIDI is how
everybody makes beats, basslines, meledies — the lot. The sampler is
probably the single most important instrument in the toolbox. Or at least
that’s what | thought till | met Andy.

Even the most obsessed trainspotter among you will probably not recognise
the name Andy Page but you will know his work, He is a globe-trotting
programmer/musician/engineer who has been invalved in some of the most
significant breaks-based techno around. Ask him what he's been doing for the
last few years and he'll go all modest and quietly tell you that he's worked with
Sasha on the ‘Xpander EP’, ‘Rabbitweed’, ‘Baja’ and the mixes of ‘Ray Of
Light'; worked with BT on ‘Movements In Still Life'; the soundtrack of Die Hard
for Playstation and the Soundtrack to the film Ge!; with Anthony Pappa on Nu
Breed and this year he's been working on Adam Freeland's new record. This
man knows his shit. He has also worked entirely on a computer for the last two
years because of “the limitations of MIDI". We reeled him back from the future fo
appraise the relative merits of the three main hardware samplers on the market
versus computer based audio,

SOFTWARE OVER HARDWARE - WHY?

Andy: “For me it's lots of things. You're not limited by sample RAM, you have
much greater polyghony, plug-ins, the ability to bounce everything down intemally,
big screen editing but for me the coolest single feature is that it's tight. It's
samgle accurate, which we've never ever had before with a sampler. With MIDI,
no two events ever happen at once. It's impossible for two things fo happen at
once. So if you layer two or three snare drums on top of each other, there's
always at least 20ms between each attack, so there's a very slight delay and they
don't lock together.

“With Logic or EXS24 | know that if | put two kick drums on beat one, they'll
happen at exactly the same time, if | want fo put five snare drums together, |
know they all happen at the same time. I's a subtle difference but once you've
got everything in time in a track it just sounds so much better. When a groove is
tight and it's rocking, especially on a big system, it's just a completely different
sound to what you get with MIDI. Some pecple weuld argue that it loses the feel,
orit's too tight or it's robatic or whatever, but if you know how to make things
swing and groove it's just the ultimate tool because everything will be exactly
where you want it to be.”

“‘Because I'm not using the usual resources of the sampler and Recycle and
that sort of stuff, I've had to find other ways to extrapolate more information cut of

what ['ve already got. Thal's been a whole trip in itself. It's a different way of
warking, but cnee you get your head around it it's just so cool. There are just so
many things about it, like being able to have your whale track right in front of you
on the screen.

“You think, 'right, | want to work on that bit there', so you just zoom in and start
editing. No going over to the sampler and scrolling through menus or to the
mixing desk or whatever; here everything is right in front of you. Also once you
have a rock solid, time corrected part you can layer as many things as you like on
top of one another and everything disappears into each other. It's what's known
as the Haas Effect and it means that when you hear two sounds at exactly the
same time they become the one sound. If | want a snare sound to have a little
more chest in it, | just find a really chesty snare and layer that in, if | then want a
load of snap in it, | layer up a snare with loads of snap.”

“On the new single on Fire there are two tracks. One is called ‘Firebird’
which | did about two years ago and that was the last track | did with MIDI,
On the double A-side there's a track called 'Heavy Water' which | did totally in
the computer, | didn't even have a keyboard. It was just output straight out of
the computer into a DAT machine. | programmed the synth lines with Rebirth
and made the bassline and all the beats in Logic. Musically there’s parallels
between the two, there's a mad drum section in both tracks. In ‘Firebird', the
one where | used MIDI, you can hear the sampler freaking out, you can hear it
losing the plot a bit. It's actually a big part of the sound of the frack where you
can hear the sampler choking. Whereas on the flip side you can hear that
everything is exactly how it's supposed to be.”

SO WHAT’S HARDWARE GOT GOING FOR IT?

Andy: “Having a hardware box is great in some ways. If you buy a pro box
like cne of these you can have as many as 16 outputs just for samples, with
filiers and effects on each individual sound and then easily automate them with
MIDI contrallers. They're great for setting up things like orchestral patches
where you've got lots of velocity sensitive layers and that sort of thing.
Particularly because ycu can get loads of CD libraries of sounds where that
sort of thing has been set up for you. | have been known to spend five days
setting up one string patch and that's the sort of thing a beginner is never
gaing to be able to do. They're cool for live work too. For a lot of people it
doesn't really affect them but for me I'm really looking forward to Firewire for
music and the whole MLAN thing happening properly. As soon as we bypass
MIDI, everything we do right now with MIDI is going to sound way better,
Then these machines will probably come back into their own again.”

“Akai are renowned for having a bright, punchy
sound. The filters are quite good but the resonance
still has a resolution of 0 to 15, which is stupid - you
need way more resolution than that. And the pitch
and everything is still in, like, +/-63 rather than
proper percentages or recognisable measurements.
As far as sample manipulation goes the Akai isn't all
that well off. You've got time stretch and pitch shift,
but as far as doing anything freaky to the sound is
concerned it's not really there.”

Andy: “The EMU Operating System is good.
The screen is nice, it's all laid out well and it’s
nice to use. It's logical and not that far away
from how the Akai works.

“The EMU has a system whereby when
you've just sampled something, it'll ask you if
you want to put it somewhere, which is quite
cool. The EMUs used to really bother me.
They were so slow, you used to press a
button and it would take about a second to
actually do anything. When you know what
you’re doing, that sort of thing gets really
frustrating. But they have a new processor in
there now and they're fine.

“The EMUs have a reputation for having a
good bottom end and really good filters,
which is why most of the drum & bass or
breakbeat guys use them. The effects on the
EMU didn’t really do it for me. The
modulation matrix is actually quite cool, it's

really easy to assign stuff like LFOs to pan
settings and then add another layer where
the LFO speed also changes when you
control the whole thing from a mod wheel or
whatever. They all do that sort of thing but
it’s really simple to use here.

“Being able to set up lots of different real
time modulation tools at once from one
wheel is the sort of realm where these
dedicated hardware samplers come into their
own. You can get some really good shit
happening. The EMU has a couple of sound
twisting things like ‘doppler effect’, ‘cross
multiply' and ‘beat mung’, but the rest of it's
pretty standard stuff like timestretch."

Andy: “I did find the operating system a bit
awkward. It's different. | did really like the
way you store all the sample parameters with
the sound. It's just little things to do with
having to scroll around too much. Like with
the effects, they’ve got these five knobs here
for editing individual parameters and it would
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> YAMAHA A5000

have been way better if when you scrolled
through, five sets of parameters at a time
would come up assigned to the knobs.

“The Yamaha has a really good feature
called ‘consecutive sampling’ so if you're
taking a load of sounds off a drum machine
or sample CD it'll automatically chop them up
into individual samples and assign them.
That’s cool as fuck and all the other
machines have been needing that for years.

“The Yamaha also has a thing called ‘loop
remix’ which looks great on paper, but |
couldn’t get anything musical out of it. All in
all, I'd say Yamaha have had some really
good ideas, they've researched it well but
there are just a few little things with the OS
they could have done better. . . but then
they’re all things which could be improved
with a new version of the 0S."

“Having said that, | haven't really had long
enough with it to make a finite decision, but
on first impression it sounds really good. The
effects on it are terrific, especially that you
can run six of them at once, you can
resample the effects internally and setting up
MIDI controllers for it is easy. It's got some
great things like ‘digi scratch' which is fucked
up and the 'lo-fi’ — that's awesome. The

filters are good, there's a good range of
them. | figured the band pass was a bit
weedy but the high pass, low pass and notch
filters are very good, albeit net quite as good
as the Akai. In fact there’s loads of cool
features on here like being able to burn
straight to CD-R from it and MIDI file
playback. They have obviously put a lot of
thought into it.”

Which one would you buy?

Andy “The EMU and Akai are really very
similar. In the sort of situation where you've
got a full studio with a desk and plenty of
external processors and stuff, then the EMU
or the Akai is probably a better choice. But if
you haven't got a lot of gear, if it was to be
the only instrument in my toolbox, the
Yamaha is a good option because it has
everything on board, and it can even double
up as an effects processor.

“I'd probably buy the EMU because | prefer
the sound of it and | like the modulation
matrix. But | guess if | wanted a machine for
playing back orchestral parts, I'd probably
buy the Akai because it's the industry
standard for that sort of thing and there are
loads of different libraries available for it.”

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Visually the EF303 is very cool.
From power up the ‘aircraft cockpit
effect’ is great. Layout wise, we
feel the EF303 could be  little
daunting to the novice. Itis not
badly laid out, it simply tock a while
to get to know because there is a
lot of depth to it and it introduces
some unfamiliar tools. The instant
gratification facter is still high but
you don't really get the best out of
it until you've spent a little time
getting to know it.

BASIC CONTROLS

There's an input level control with a
peak LED (not a proper meter but
adequate) and an output level knab,
so getting a distortion free sound
and balancing clean and effected
signals is easy enough.

The headphene system is great
because it allows you to preview the
effected sound or monitor the signal
at the cutput. There's a 'frequency
range' section that determines
whether the whele sound or high,
mid or low frequencies will be
processed. Effects are engaged via
a three position ‘on’, ‘off' or sprung
‘grab’ switch which acts like a

punch button, works very well and is
one of its most DJ friendly assets.

The main tool for tweaking the
effects are three of the knobs (the
fourth controls wet/dry balance).
These knobs are assigned to
different effect parameters
according to which effect you have
selected. You also have a
particularly cocl thing called a ‘step
modulator’ — more on this in a
moment. Knobs and sliders also
send Control Change data so you
can autocmate your tweaks with an
extemal sequencer.

PATCHES

There are 16 ‘patches’ in the
EF303. Each patch amounts to
either a single effect, such as fiter,
or combinations of effects like delay
and pan. Selecting patches can be
done in two different ways using two
rows of multi-function buttons. Both
methods involve several button
pushes and are not immediately
cbvicus. However, once you've
familiarised yourself with it, the
system allows you to jump instantly
from effect to effect in a way that
can be very useful and extremely
fast, so it's a good thing that's warth
the leaming curve.

FEEL THE JOY OF FX

The EF303 is yet another effects unit for DJs. But this
one’s got a very clever trick up its sleeve. . .

BASIC FX

Each patch amounts to a preset
but you can cver-write these with
your own tweaked settings. Most
of the effects have been well
chosen to be DJ friendly and the
parameters which have been
assigned to the knobs work well,

The two most obviously useful
DJ tools are the filter and isolator
(which is essentially a kill unit) with
the flanger and phaser coming a
close second (as usual). There are
a couple of nasty dirty things like
lo-fi and ring med and a couple of
good vocal effects. To be honest
we feel that the effects don't
sound all that special (in the
context of the competition) when
dealt with at face value and simply
tweaked with the knobs.

However the EF303 has a
superb trick up its sleeve: the step
modulator provides a degree of
rhythmic programmability/
tweakability that adds enormaously
to their impact and usability.

SECRET WEAPON

The step modulator is a 16 step
analogue slyle sequencer. It
consists of a row of 16 sliders.
There's a little light above each
slider. When you press play the
lights flash in sequence. Each
slider represents a quarter note of a
cne bar pattern. So if you have the
tempo of the modulator matched to
the tempo of your frack the 16
steps loop in time 1o cne bar of
music. Gelting the tempo matched
is done via a 'tempo tap’ button.

Getting the downbeats/beginning
of the bar sorfed is most easily
achieved via a ‘reset’ bution that
instantly re-starts the sequence
from beat one (which is more or
less foolpreof) but there's also a set
of push/pull controls. It will also
sync to incoming MIDI Cleck. The
tempo matching and mixing system
couldn't be easier.

Senically the step modulator is
magnificent. It's mostly used to
sequence the same effects
parameters that have been
assigned to the knobs. All it does
is say that the range of a slider
(from zero to max) represents the
same range as a knob (from zero
to max). So for each beat of the
bar you can have a different effect
setting. So for example, if you
assign filter cutoff resonance to
the modulator, by moving the
sliders you can create rhythmic
patterns of squealing. It works
brilliantly, it's very hands on, lends

itself fo experimentation yet needs
no musical experience and sounds
utterly fantastic. Particularly
important here from a DJ's
viewpoint is that it's a hands free
system once you've got it running.
There are also three ‘sound’
patches that let you use the step
mod to create basic riffs and
melodies (the sliders change over
to controlling the musical pitch of
each note). Things like step time
and gate time can also be edited
and the sounds can be played
from an external sequencer.

DEEPER SATISFACTION

The EF303 is a tool with some
depth. Plugging it in and thrashing
about with it is a load of fun, it's
very DJ friendly and sounds okay
to our ears. Most importantly
though, it strikes a good balance
between instant gratification and
long term satisfaction.

LOOKS AND FACILITIES

It looks great and the reflective
finish is pretty easy to get clean,
which is more important than you
might think because it gets
covered in fingerprints pretty
quickly. The layout works very well
and everything is totally self-
explanatory. There's plenty of
finger room around the EQ and the
arrangement of all the tools around
the crossfader works well. Having
the choice between rotary kill or
switches offers up plenty of scope
for blending or slamming about.

The sprung action on the punch
switches for the kills and punch
buttans is a little clunky but
functional. Ordinarily we'd say that

KAM are one of the oldest names in the game when it comes to high-
value, low-cost DJ equipment, but over the last couple of years they've
really slimmed down their range. The KMX300 is the first new mixer
they've released in ages and like everything they do these days, they've
taken their time hitting that balance between features and price.

accompanied by status lights, but
the switches found here are so
large that you can tell at a glance
what’s going on against the
chrome face plate.

The individual channel metering,
Pre Fade Level and monitoring
system is excellent. Although
status lights for the PFL switches
would be a welcome addition.

Having little faders for the
channel pan is much better for
messing about throwing sound
from speaker to speaker, which is
a nice touch. Having three
tumtable inputs is also a beneficial
thing although a selection switch to
route channel one to the
crossfader would be nice.

The feel of all of the controls is
very solid and the all round build

quality seems goed. It won't
last you forever but again it
seems reasonable.

SOUND STUFF

The overall sound of the
KMX300 is really rather good for
the price. It's not pin sharp but
you wouldn't expect it to be. The
gain structure is cool in that you
can leave the channel gain
contrals at zero under normal use
and use them for what they are
meant for, ie boosting quiet
pressings, etc.

The EQ is pleasant and musical
enough to be very usable when
boosting and the kills perform a
total kill. The headphone output is

plenty powerful and sounds fine.

FADER STUFF

The feel of the crossfader and
channel faders isn't the slinkiest
around but it's perfectly usable.
The fade curve switch is very
welcome and accommodates a
decent range of mixing styles.
The fade curve on the channel
faders is alsc good. The
crossfader reverse switch seems
a little pointless because there
are far too many abstructions
around the crossfader to be of
much cop as a scrafch mixer,

ALL ROUND

Working with the KMX300 is a
pleasant experience. It offers all of
the basic tools we've come to
expect from a DJ mixer, they've
been put together well and it
should serve those who buy it well.
Just about the only missing
facility which would probably be
popular considering the current
craze for DJ effects units would
be an effects send/retumn system
of some sort. Isn't it amazing
what they can do for the money
these days. You really do get
just about everything here for
well under £200. What more
could you ask for?
