CARL CRAIG’S been at the
forefront of electronic music since
the late Eighties. One of the
founding fathers of the DEMF (the
Detroit Electronic Music Festival), he
was recently awarded a special
commendation from the city’s Mayor
for his role in the festival and his
contributions to Detroit music and
culture. Shortly afterwards he was
controversially sacked from his
position as musical director, but you
can't win 'em all, eh?

What happened between you and
the organisers of the Detroit
Electronic Music Festival?
Unfortunately when events become
@ as large as that, everyone wants to
g hoard it for themselves. The producer
wasn't happy that she wasn't being
recognised and she pretty much told
me that she was jealous that | was
getting recognition across the world.

words DAVE MO’

Was the festival initially planned
as a reaction to big events like
the Miami Winter Conference?
My reasons were totally about the
music. It wasn't set up to compete
with any other festival; it was set up
as a supplement, but with a Detroit
angle. It was about giving to the city
what the radio wasn't — exposure not
only to local artists, but great
musicians and producers from around
the world. Unfortunately some
people feel that it should only be
about Detroiters, but that would only
have shown the narrow-mindedness
that | was trying to get past.

Is life in Detroit as hard as it’s
often portrayed?

Maybe you need to ask my wife that,
she's English [laughs]. I'm biased,
obviously, because that’s where | was
born and | ry to stick up for Detroit
as much as | can. It's always been

the kind of city that people move
away from as soon as they make
money, so it leaves the centre
impoverished. Detroit’s like a little
Cuba, in that it's all about the people
and being self-sufficient — an ‘us
against the world’ kind of thing.

What does the word ‘techno’
mean to you?

The word itself still means music
that's at the forefront of technology.

| feel that it has to do with a mentality
and a soul and a rhythm and a heart;
it's become the soul in the machine.
It can be Juan Atkins, Herbie
Hancock or Stevie Wonder; it's
become a way of thought. It hasn't
necessarily become a way of life like
hip hop, and maybe that's because
there are too many people trying to
do too many things. Unfortunately
that confuses not only the record
buyers, but also the artists

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THAT’S HOW Ellen Allien describes her sound.
If there's a place where techno 2001 runs into the
icy early Eighties pancaked electro-cool of Visage,
it's a place Ellen Allien knows well, as her
cheerfully robotic ‘Flieg Mit' compilation and the
output of her Bpitch Control label testify.

‘On ‘Flieg Mit' I play old and new records,” she
agrees in accented English, “but | am not obsessed
with the Eighties. Tech-pop would be the proper
description but fun is the most important thing.”

Fun? Her own solo album, ‘Stadtkind’, is many
things, but fun’ is not the first word that springs to
mind. Translating as ‘City Kid', it appears to pay
homage to the evolution through destruction her
home city, Berlin, has undergone.

‘It's a kind of document about the changes in the
city which also became changes in my life,” she
explains. “It's not a homogenous album, downbeat

tracks alternate with club hits because that's what
Berlin is like. The title track describes Sunday
morning in Berlin when people come out of clubs
as the sun rises while other people are on their
way to work, or whatever they do. The lyrics just
poured out of me — [ love leaving clubs at that time
and feeling a sense of belonging to it.”

Ellen Allien hasn't spent her whole life in the
German capital, however. She grew up there (in
the western half), and cites the coming down of
the Wall as the greatest event of her life (along
with 1,500 clubbers singing Stevie Wonder's
‘Happy Birthday' to her at E-Werk in 1996!). But
at 18 she headed for London just in time to dance
to Dee-Lite and catch the spirit of acid house.

- As aresult, when Allien came to set up Bpitch
Control, whose output she characterises as “romping
about on the wide field of electronic music”, she had

nine years of club and radio DJing to draw on.

The label’s output includes straighter techno from
the likes of Trike, Djoker Daan and Sascha Funke,
the deranged pop of Eedio’s ‘Connect’ and the
temptingly melodic broken beat curiosity which is
TokTok Versus Soffy O's ‘Missy Queen Gonna Die’.

Unfortunately, us Brits' inability to deal
with foreign languages has thus far hindered
attention to the sound of Ellen and Bpitch Control
over here. And that's in spite of the fact that 90
per cent of it is instrumental.

‘I would really like to play the UK,” says Allien.
‘But it's hard to make concrete plans as our
records are only available as imports right now.
We're urgently looking for an English distributor!”

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‘the UK’s hip hop renaissance

When Roots Manuva stepped onto the UK's
beleaguered hip hop scene a few years ago,
something happened. Armed only with a crate of
beer, a sack of skunk, lyrics slightly to the left of
leftfield and a voice that boomed as loud and deep
as the cavernous reggae bass that underpinned it,
the rapper showed how you could sound good by,
as he puts it, “just letting your thang hang out”.

His 1998 debut album, ‘Brand New Second
Hand' was the most original hip hop document to
emerge from the UK for a decade and helped put
the scene back on the map for many.

Now, after collaborations with the likes of
Leftfield and DJ Skitz, Manuva is back with ‘Run
Come Save Me’, a follow-up LP that's more
accomplished, but which still quivers with the same
unmistakable boom-bap and renegade production
values that made his first outing so distinctive.

“I've had more time and space to mess around
with the whole creative process,” he relates in his
croaky drawl. ‘I went into the studio with a
hungrier belly this time. | had loads of new
equipment and loads of room to just be free.”

‘Run Come Save Me' boasts switched on, spaced
out riddims that skitter around voluminous bass.
Manuva buries all kinds of extra-terrestrial sounds
deep in the mix, providing a suitably kooky backdrop
to the gloriously rounded vocals that rumble over the
top like thunder rolling across a desert plain.

One or two guest verbalists (notably Rodney P
and Jurassic 5 MC Charlie 2na) join the fun, but
it's Manuva's gig. What makes the album is his
endlessly angular and bravely personal lyricism that
zig-zags erratically between subjects like 'erb
worship, the pitfalls of religion, darning socks, more
'erb worship and even good old cheese on toast.

Roots: Culture
and vibes

“I'm not into the linear thing,” he says. ‘I get
encouraged sometimes by the label to go linear —
they say ‘can we have a story?’ and I'm like
'"Nooooooooo’ (howls like a wolf). | prefer to do
things in this non-linear way. It's like looking at an
abstract painting . If you have a painting of a skyline
and a river it always looks like a skyline and a river.
But if you have some abstract squiggles, some days
it'll look like a face, other days it'll look like a word
and other days it might look like an elbow.”

With current single ‘Witness (One Hope)'
currently smashing speakers all over and a follow
up single in the shape of ‘Dreamy Days’ (a track
that Manuva poetically describes as “a bit fucking
drippy”) the Roots Fi Discoteque is truly back in
town. Hopefully it'll be staying for some time.

TOM STEPHAN is a DJ/producer unlike other
DJ/producers. There's his dark, smouldering eyes
for starters. Then there's the way his slender but
manly fingers play across his noble jaw, flecked
with a little beard that's sooo cute. And that taut,
muscular, but not heavy-set figure. . . Oh, I'm
sorry, I've just come.

He makes music, too. Very good music, luckily
— otherwise I'd have to wax lyrical about his looks
for 500 words. At the age of 31 he's something
of a veteran, too. Our older readers will recall the
fag-house whirlwind that was Sharon & Tracy's
John Walters-sampling ‘Filthy Heteros' (“Queers
are just better!”). That was him. Then there were
the Superchumbo releases of the last few years
(which we'll draw a discreet veil over). He's DJed
at Twilo and the Tunnel, he's mates with Danny T
and he's signed to Twisted in the US. Oh, I'm
sorry, I've just come again.

And right now, he's a man on better form than the
Waugh twins, as a DJ, remixer AND producer. To
think, at the age of 21, he was into Hitler-Youth
uniform-wearing industrialists Nitzer Ebb, . .

‘| came to London 10 years ago as a student — it

was an exchange thing,” he recalls, “There was
this girl on my course who knew Nitzer Ebb, and
she introduced me to them.”

Like many US dance luminaries (Danny Tenaglia
and the Detroit Three notably), Tom grew up
listening to the UK industrial/electronic scene that
spawned the likes of Depeche Mode, Nitzer Ebb,
Cabaret Voltaire and Portion Control,

| couldn't believe it — it was sooo what I'd hoped
Europe would be. I'd thought ‘yeah, I'm gonna go to
Europe and hang out with Nitzer Ebb’ — and | did!”

A road to Damascus conversion at one of Junior
Vasquez' nights at the Sound Factory turned him on
to house, But the dark, percussive bravado of Ebb
et al still informs Stephan's work now. It's evident in
the whiplash-injury screeching of ‘The Revolution’ —
Tom's current single, and one he describes as “a real
no-compromise record. . . the first thing I've done
that's really ‘me"." DTPM’s Miguel Pelitero reckons
it's the crowning glory of the club's recent compilation,
Pete Tong likes it too — he's licensed it to ffir, a
development that Tom describes as “surprising”.

Eighth Barcelona international Festival of Advahced
Music & Multimedia Arts, June 14th-16th, 2001

THE PROGRAMME for the festival
with the world’s most grandiose
subtitle features a curious visual motif.
To be blunt, it's a series of pictures of
otherwise normal citizens going about
their everyday business who just
happen to have pissed themselves.

Why? Well chances are they're
Spaniards wetting themselves with
self-satisfied laughter. Because no
other event offers an array of talent
like Sonar's. Techno titan Jeff Mills,
US art-rock deities Sonic Youth and
little-known Hamburg electro-pop
eccentric Felix Kubin on the same
bill? It couldn’t happen in the UK.
Which is just as well, really, because
if it did we wouldn't have the chance
to spend three days in one of the
world's most vibrant cities, where
booze and accommodation are
cheap, people are beautiful and the
weather is hot, hot, hot.

Thursday 14th

A bit too hot, in fact. Sonar's
MACBA venue, where maverick
German experimentalists Mille
Plateaux have set up for the night,
may be a deconsecrated chapel but it

feels as though someone somewhere
is punishing us for having fun in a
holy place. Even Vladislav Delay's
gentle, beatific ambience can't cool
things down. Perhaps it's the fault of
Sutekh, the DJ who follows Delay's
sublime set, tempting fate by playing
a record by Boyd Rice, high priest of
the Church of Satan. Sheffield’s
laptop auteurs snd follow, bringing
the beats up to an almost audible
level while the first pisshead of the
evening repeatedly shouts ‘I like to
tango!” Fat chance.

Jumping up and down in a
dehydrated frenzy is more the
order of the day as Kid 606
takes the stage, looking bemused
at his rapturous reception. He
fires out furious breakbeat hip
hop glitchcore while sweating
profusely into his PowerBook
and even manages a delirious
cover of New Order’s ‘Temptation’,
proving he's as adept at fucking
with melody as he is with your
mind, before flaking out at a
panty-waistedly early 8.30pm.

Sonar’s night-time venue is HUGE,
about 400 miles to the north of the
city and only reachable with the aid of
one of Barcelona's three taxi drivers.
By the time we get there, we've
already missed Sonic Youth's lengthy
John Cage tribute (shame), so it's
down to Icelandic miserablists Sigur
Ros to get us in the party mood. Oh
dear. The funereal pace and a
vocalist who makes Thom Yorke
sound like Ainsley Harriot aren’t really
going to hit the spot, particularly in an
aircraft hangar the size of Area 51.

“When we return from the bar 19

hours later they're still playing.

In the slightly less enormous indoor
arena, Plaid are in finer fettle than
they've been for a long time, having
returned to stripped down acid house
basics. But sadly we have to leave the
subsequent gabba frenzy set by Aphex
Twin to the mentalists.

In the really enormous room, party
starter extraordinaire Carl Cox, the only
man capable of filing the room all
night, is in full flow. “Something "bout
those little pills,” goes Green Velvet's
‘La La Land’, and that's all we can
remember about proceedings, until. . .

Ah, the afternoon. Sunlight, food, a
venue you can find, and experimental
godfather Jim O'Rourke. He cuts a
Phil Spector-ish dash in black suit and
big hair, playing intense laptop drones
to a tent-dwelling audience either
completely rapt or too fucked to move.

Native Instruments' Richard Devine
plays the beautifully air-conditioned
CCCB Hall, and packs it out with his
blend of Autechre-style weirdbeats and
Miami bass, while in the more relaxed
Sonar Village, Rob Wood and Lemon
Jelly do their eclectic beats thing with
considerable aplomb.

With some reluctance we head back
to the enormodrome, to witness
Masters At Work playing ‘Relight My
Fire' (not Take That's version, though it
might as well have been) and other
assorted disco ‘classics’ to a largely
unimpressed gathering. More
satisfying ‘advanced music’ is, happily,
provided, with Isolée’s uncontrived
electro quirkiness and that man
Vladislav Delay again, this time in his
Luomo guise, delivering shimmering,
deep vocal house, hunched over with
his back to the crowd. Okay, it's not
exactly Ozzy Osbourne disembowelling
live chickens, but as techno
showmanship goes it just about beats,
er, being hunched over and facing the
crowd. Either way, it's an undoubted
highlight of the event. The California
click-house sound is also ably
manifested by Cytrax label boss Jasper
and Force Inc favourite Twerk, with
those soothing, dubby, Basic Channel
dynamics gratefully received by a by
now rather tired and emotional Muzik.

People Like Us

Saturday 16th

Having resolved to never set foot in the
cavernous Sonar By Night venue ever

again, not even for Richie Hawtin, Jeff
Mills and acid pioneers Phuture 303,
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“Is it this way
for Svalastog?”

there's just about time to catch some
of Sonar's famed leftfield offerings
before heading out on a rabid clubbing
spree around the city. Norway's finest
experimental/ambient/jazz stamp Rune
Grammofon takes over the Sonar Lab
for a sublime hour or so in the
afternoon, with label boss Rune
showcasing long, immersive and
hypnotic ‘pieces’ from the likes of
Phonophani, Supersilent and someone
called Svalastog, apparently remixing
the women's anarchist chamber
quartet, Spunk. Sure to be heard on
Dave Pearce’s Dance Anthems
imminently. But if you think that's
unlikely, how about whimsical Radio 4
chat-show host John Peel playing
happy hardcore, Sheena Easton'’s
‘Nine To Five' and ‘Love Wil Tear Us
Apart’ by Joy Division in the space of
half a hour? And getting one of the
best responses all weekend?

Back in the infernal MACBA,
though, the Lucky Kitchen label's
digital folklorists Alejandra & Aeron are

warming up (quite literally) for the
undoubted star of this year's show,
Felix Kubin. Wearing a fetching green
suit, an endearing glint in his eye and
surrounded by antique technology (not
a laptop in sight), Kubin's concise,
offbeat pop songs each contain more
tunes than an entire bierkeller jukebox,
while his between-song banter is
delivered with all the panache and
consummate professionalism of one
who's been working the clubs since
the year dot (only with fewer racial
slurs and mother-in-law jokes). Jimi
Tenor looks on enviously. Kubin is, in
short, a star.

San Francisco sleaze merchants
Matmos and kitsch sample-stitcher
Vicki Bennett, aka People Like Us,
don cowboy hats and round the
evening off with a joint performance.
With the temperature inside reaching
critical danger levels, they decide to
project an enormous campfire onto the
back wall of the kiln-like stone building.
Now that really is taking the piss.

To have owned a club that’s passed into
legend, written the biggest- selling

twelve-inch single ever and helped
invent acid house? As their new album
hits the shops, New Order reveal all

words Simon Morrison photos Steve Gullit & Dave Swindells

THE DANCEFLOOR of the Hagienda. A .27 Barney and one of the
collapsed wall of colour and light and punters in Joe ‘ ', flowerpot men ‘rock out'
Bloggs jeans and floppy hats dancing the baggy . A
dance. They suck in their cheeks, peer between
the curtains of their hair, lean forwards and carve
karate shapes with their hands, like ninja scallies.
It's wall-to-wall wonderful. Except for one thing
... this ain't the Hagienda. The Hacienda has been
knocked down; this is a set constructed for the movie
24 Hour Party People, set in Manchester in the late
Eighties. Everyone is munted and flummoxed
because you shouldn't be able to do this — to climb
back into your past and have a good mooch about.
But that is exactly what's happening and in Manc
vermnacular, it's done everyone's 'eads right in.
“It was the best night I'd ever had in the
Hacienda,” chuckles one of the club’s original
owners, New Order's low-slung bass player Peter
Hook. “You didn't have to worry about the bar staff
ripping you off, the police shutting it down, the
gangs bashing people's heads on the tables — you
could just go out and dance with your mates. It was
fantastic, like somebody giving you back your youth.”




New Order's soft and not oft-spoken lead singer,
B

ernard Sumner, is equally enthused.

“It was strange because | expected a cardboard
set that would be shaking but the whole thing was
bricks and mortar and steel and everything was
exactly the same, exactly the same. Including
everyone there — they was off their heads as well -
| don't know how they managed to get that right.”

Ironically the actual Hagienda was only knocked
down weeks before the filming. Tearing down the
memory of a million parties.

“The great thing about it was when the Hacienda
closed we never had a closing down party, after all
that time,” Bernard continues. “And it was like
someone up there gave us our closing party.”

New Order may have survived the demolition of
their club, back with new album ‘Get Ready’, but
“The Hacienda must be built', the Situationist
slogan that generated its name now seems as
hollow as the fractured shell of the building.

“The club was built because we had nowhere to
go,” Hooky recalls. “In Manchester at that time you
couldn’t go into a club dressed how you liked. So
we built one. If we'd have had a bit more
experience in running a fucking club it might have
been better — it was like giving me the keys to the
Titanic and asking, ‘would you mind driving that for
me?' At the end we worked out that every single
person who went in the Hagienda cost us 10 quid.”

Financially the club was indeed a disaster, an
infamous incident with a stray firework and a pile of
Hooky'’s cash summing it up poetically:

“These indoor fireworks were raining down and
we were stood at the bar going, ‘can you smell
burning?’ We were looking round and couldn't
track it down and then we opened the door to
where all the money was and it was on fire. We
had to put it out with soda siphons.”

For all the financial benefits the Hagienda brought,
they may as well have torched all the money with
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“I've never met anyone
quite like you before”

fireworks, sat back and enjoyed the view. It proved
to be not so much a business as a disco charity, a
gift from New Order, their manager and the boss of
Factory fo the city of Manchester. At the time that
made sense because much of the inspiration for their
musical and social lives came from the dancefloor,
specifically those in New York. In typical Factory
Records style, they followed their love of clubs
through to its logical conclusion and built one of their
own. But the Mancunian elder statesmen are feeling
the call of the dancefloor less these days.

“I don't go out to clubs as much,” reveals Bernard
in his precise, measured tones. ‘It was more of an
influence earlier on |I'd say because we used to go
out o clubs more. . . | had a bit more energy then
to be brutally honest. I've been going to clubs since
| was 17 and | don't feel the need anymore. These
days | feel | want to get away from people more
than | want to go and meet people. I've become a
bit reclusive as | get older. It's strange.”

Drummer Stephen Morris and his partner, New
Order’s keyboard player Gillian Gilbert — have
withdrawn too — to their farm near Macclesfield.
Hooky is also feeling the years.

“You see dance music as influential in your
evenings, when you go out and you want fucking
pepping up. But the thing with New Order is that
you get a thoughtful thing, you get an irreverent
thing and you cross the two. ‘Blue Monday’ is a
‘serious disco’ song, in some ways. You can't just
throw it away — it seems to last forever.”

Blue Monday. Perhaps the ultimate dance music
192-inch — a track that has survived the vagaries of
fashion to sneak onto decks even now. The track
was an attempt by Stephen and Bernard to push
all the latest buttons on all the latest technology.

“The idea was very grandiose,” says Stephen.
“To build this robot song. People always asked us
to play encores so we wrote this song that played
itself so we didn't have to.”

In those luddite days, decent sequencers were in
short supply, so the band made do with what they
had. “We had it written on a piece of paper — Blue
Monday was a piece of paper like that. . ."
Stephen pulls his arms wide apart to demonstrate.
After a monumental amount of time and effort they
had it. Kind of.

“The greatest thing about technology | find,"
adds Hooky, “is that it's about as forward thinking
as your kettle. Steve spent six weeks
programming the drum machine, working the song
out and then someone walked past and knocked
the mains lead out and wiped the entire thing.”

So the best selling 12-inch of all time is not the
actual track it should have been?

Hooky grimaces: “The one that got away is
always the best one. No matter how good it is,
you always want the old one back.”

New Order’s place among the dance music gods
was further cemented by the sun drenched
electronics of ‘Technique', recorded in Ibiza in
1987. Bernard pauses to connect with the
relevant memory:

‘At that time in Ibiza it was Balearic beats and in
the UK, acid house was just starting in small
underground places like Smithfield's market, and in
the Hagienda itself, house music was very big.”

Since those pioneering days, dance music has
become more ephemeral — tracks that light up a
dancefloor with the power of a thousand glitter
balls are soon discarded to the dusty backs of
record boxes, abandoned by DJs in favour of
younger models. New Order make music built to
last, and it seems that the JCB that knocked down
the Hagienda from the inside out may have also
destroyed New Order's affair with the dancefloor.
‘Get Ready’ marks a return to a rawer, stripped-
down and sleazy aesthetic; an album from a band
who had, after all, formed after seeing the Sex
Pistols playing Manchester’s Free Trade Hall in
1976. Hooky's bass carries much of the melody
and guitars are cranked up. New Order seem to
have left the dancefloor and climbed back onto the
stage, swapped Technics for Fenders.

‘Don't get me wrong, | do like dance music, but
I'm not prepared to put the hours in anymore,"
Bernard details. “You have to know the medium —
we don't own a club anymore and we don't go to
clubs three times a week and you need a fucking
degree to understand what all the different sub-
genres are. Hard house, deep house, handbag
house — to be honest | can’t be bothered with all
that shit. You can write a dance tune and then by
the time your album comes out, it's out of date — it's
more geared towards singles. | find it a better policy
to just get someone good to remix your tracks.”

To that end John Digweed has remixed the first
single from the album, ‘Crystal’, and more music
will inevitably filter out into the clubs in remixed
form.  Also, part of New Order's American and
European tour will be with Moby.

“That's quite strange,” says Hooky. ‘“It's like
Moby going, ‘C'mon lads — you were very
influential on me in the past, now I'm taking you on
tour’; wheeling us out in our bath chairs.”

Which is fine and funky because bath chairs or
not, discos or otherwise, we still need New Order
in the 21st century. ‘Get Ready’? Baby, m
we're all kinds of ready. . .
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FAITHLESS

Ms Bliss and Mr Jazz come
together, in Swede harmony

SISTER BLISS, DJ and one half of the public
face of Faithless, will go to her grave defending her
band, of that there is no doubt.

“People do like music with lyrics,” she explodes.
“To me, Basement Jaxx and The Chemical
Brothers are limited precisely because they don't
have any lyrical content. Some of the best albums
ever made, they stay with you forever just because
of the lyrics. We think they're important and that's
why we have them.”

It may sound a bit on the stroppy side, but her
royal Blissness isn't really that ticked off. The pin
stays in the hand grenade. All she's doing is
answering a particularly virulent review of the
band's latest — and third — album, ‘Outrospective’.
And because she's Faithless’ most outspoken
spokesperson, and because she's as sharp and as
tough an operator as you're ever likely to meet,
she does it with a certain passion.

Who can blame her? Among other things, the
review compares them unfavourably to Basement
Jaxx and The Chemical Brothers and accuses them
of playing — ouch — ‘Top Shop trance’ and ‘lkea
soul’. Which is ironic, because we're in Sweden.

Sweden is a nice enough place, if you like trees.
But its problem is that it's wasted on the Swedes.
As arule, the Swedes aren't a bad-looking bunch
of people, but they really should lighten up. And if
this seems like xenophobia for the sake of it,
consider those — yes — lkea adverts of two years
ago. If memory serves, their tagline was “Stop
Being So British”, the inference being that we Brits
needed to hunker down and get relaxed with the
ultra-laid back likes of the clean-lined Swedes.

Well, pah. Physician heal thyself, because the
Swedes are not only more anal than your average
Brit, but they could even give the Germans a run for
their money. They are inflexible and bureaucratic.
And they seem to hate British people.

Thus, In Sweden, we hear that a lot of things —
most of the things we seem to want to do, in fact —
are against ‘the rools’. As in: “You can't park there. It
is against the rools”. “I cannot let you through, it is
against the rools.” And “You cannot wear your jacket.
Itis against the rools.” Yes, in Sweden’s clubs (okay,
the one we go to at least) the simple act of wearing a
jacket is deemed so intolerable that the club deploys
several staff with the eyes of zealots to relieve a
bemused Faithless crew of theirs as they enter. “You
can have it back,” says one. Gee, thanks.

The club is Daily’s in Stockholm, and the reason
Faithless have invaded is because Sister Bliss is
playing a DJ set there. Sister Bliss is a sister in

Bliss: “Oompah-oompah, woosh”
Jazz: “Love is good/ War is bad/
Reaching a higher state/ Will stop
you feeling sad” etc

name only. To the band she's more of a mother
figure — it's why she gets so angry when they come
in for criticism — and if your ma was DdJing at one of
Stockholm's premier nightspots wouldn't you go and
watch? Of course, so they're all there — rapper Maxi
Jazz, bassist Aubrey Nunn, vocalist Zoe Johnston
(she of Bent and ‘Swollen’ fame), and a whole load
of other people. Some are English, whose job it is to
take care of Faithless; some Swedish, whose job it is
to play host. They do so very well, thankfully not
sharing their compatriots’ enthusiasm for the rools.

Daily's is a ‘classy’ joint; dead sophisticated, in the
way that Stringfellow’s is. It's got a casino, and its
sailor's cap-wearing clientele look right at home, as
what we once called handbag house bangs away
politely in the background. Still, if the club belongs in
the Seventies and should rightly feature Joan Collins
stroling around, the crowd are enthusiastic enough,
and while there's a certain, initial lifelessness about
the place, it's soon banished when Faithless decamp
to the DJ booth and Bliss plays.

She plays a stormer, of the kind you'd recognise
if you bought her ‘Ministry Headliners’ set.
Melodic house with attitude. Maxi Jazz nods
appreciatively as Faithless' own ‘We Come One’ —
right at home in this mix — booms out.
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“It improved halfway through,” says Bliss
afterwards, understating an effect that saw
Swedish ice-maidens going mental, and one
wheelchair-bound clubber all but staging a miracle
recovery. Sweden may like the rools, but it likes
Sister Bliss even more, it seems, and if Faithless
are narked by the Swedes' assiduous application
of the rools wherever they go, they don't let it
show.” As a bunch of people, Faithless are
remarkably chilled — testament to too much time
spent honing their awe-inspiring live sound during
punishing periods of constant touring.

This whirlwind Swedish visit finds them at the
entry-point of the latest round of leg-work, all to
promote ‘Outrospective’, the corking new album.
Faithless' third core member, the enigmatic Rollo, is
not present. That's because he's enigmatic. Not
only does he not join the band on tour, but he's
rarely photographed and hardly ever speaks to the
press. He also produced most of his little sister
Dido’s album, which has sold 38 billion copies in
Bournemouth alone. If you were him, would you sit
on a bus talking to the likes of us? Not likely.

It's therefore left to Maxi Jazz and Sister Bliss to
field the questions, and speaking to them together,
you are immediately introduced to the fire and ice
effect of Faithless. On the one hand you've got
Maxi Jazz, the band's lyricist and rapper. Also a
Buddhist and racing enthusiast, Maxi is one of the
most sorted people you could hope to meet. Thus,
criticism of Faithless' music as ‘Top Shop trance’,
if it doesn't go over his head, certainly gets
absorbed into some other, more serene place.
Sister Bliss, on the other hand. . .

“Basement Jaxx make pop records,” she spits.
“Just because they put on a few nights that people
couldn’t get into they suddenly achieve that hype
that Faithless — who don't put on a club night but
stagger around at other people’s — don't get. We're
still born out of club culture and hip hop culture.”

Could this critical derision be down to anti-trance
snobbery?

“Trance? | fucking hate trance. Faithless do not
make a generic fucking Gouryella trance sound.
We like round sound waves, not stupid, piercing,
crude ones. | think the music of Faithless has a
lovely melodious sound to it, and if you want to
bracket it, then it's house, it's not fucking trance.”

“I think," says Maxi Jazz, emerging from the inner
reaches of his own calm, “that there are a lot of

people who don't want to think about what's going
on. They just want to take their pills and listen to
dance music. And | think people resent the
emotional effort they have to put in to listen to a
Faithless album.”

The apparent conflicts at the heart of Faithless
have always provided the key to their appeal. You
have Rollo, the UK dance old boy and studio whizz
who can't play instruments and in the studio asks
Sister Bliss things like, "make it sound like a sad,
rainy day”. You have Maxi Jazz, who once sang
with Soul Il Soul and was signed to Acid Jazz. And
you have Sister Bliss, the old skool, fiery house
head who laughingly claims, “melody’s for pussies”
as she bemoans the fact that no matter how hard
she tries, she cannot make discordant music.

Together they frame Maxi's deeply personal lyrics
with melodic stadium house, and the effect can be
devastating. It can also be bewildering, which is
why they occasionally have to answer their critics.

“We had a photo shoot in Holloway once," says
Maxi. “This kid comes up to me, and says, “You're
Faithless,” and I'm, “Yeah." And this kid says,
“Wow, man, you're deep.” There's this little kid
who I'm not supposed to have anything in common
with, yet he recognises something in the band. He
recognises what we're trying to do. That's cool,
man. That's what we're about.”

‘Outrospective’ sees a new Faithless in a
number of ways. Not only has Zoe Johnston lent
smoky vocals to the album and joined the band as
a touring member, but it also marks a sea-change
in the band's outlook. ‘It's kind of a political
album,” says Maxi Jazz. “By default. Most of what
I'm concerned with is the advancement of
individual spirit, people getting to a point where
they recognise their own strengths. And if that
happens on an appreciable level, then naturally it
has a political dimension, because if you're a
stronger person than you were before then it's less
likely you'll take some of the bullshit that you have
been taking before.”

The album’s cover image — a rioting youth — is
also Faithless' most arresting image yet.

“Everything we've ever done has been like that
boy on the front cover,” says Maxi. “We've had to
go out and fight for it and batter down established
prejudices about dance music.”

“Ilt's ambiguous,” adds Bliss. “When you first
look at it, it's as if the guy’s dancing. There is an

Where’s Rollo?

Rollo doesn’t do press, neither does
he join Faithless on tour. “He can’t
play anything and he can’t dance,”
says Sister Bliss. “Occasionally he
might turn up and ask the sound
engineers to tweak something but
as a rule he stays in his studio.”

Not surprising. Rollo recently sold
his label, Cheeky, to BMG while -
uniquely - retaining full artistic control.
He also produced much of his younger

sister, Dido’s debut album, including
the Eminem-sampled ‘Thank You’.

“It's funny. Rollo said to me, ‘l used to
sample all these guys and now they’re
sampling me!” says Bliss. “He’s this quiet
bloke fiddling away in a studio in Holloway
and suddenly he’s the toast of US hip hop!
He’s running around going, ‘I'm really cool!’

“What makes Rollo so good to work
with is that he’s not cerebral. He likes
chords and melodies — he knows what he
likes. And he’s a goldfish. He forgets
everything, so everything sounds fresh
to him all the time.”
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Aubrey Nunn:

‘us and them' subtext to it. And there's an air of
Lukewarm water

melancholy to it as well. It's a dancing man yet it's
not a dancing man. It describes us.”

But forget all this talk of underground,
overground, agendas, political dimensions, trance
versus house and whether or not melody'’s for
pussies. That's just stuff for the band to talk about
before they go on stage and show us what they're
really about. And that, simply, is tunes.

They get the opportunity to show off their tunes
at Sweden'’s Hultsfred festival, where Limp Bizkit
are probably the main attraction. Though Faithless
aren't the only concession to dance, they're
certainly the highest profile.

Arriving at the site, it quickly becomes clear that is
not like the kind of festival we hold in Blighty, where
we enjoy sitting around and chewing the fat in the

sunshine accompanied by some cool tunes and a
fatty-boombatty or two. No, this is a festival for
people who like to drink. Not the odd ‘socially and in
moderation’ kind of booze, either. But real,
dedicated 'so | can't stand up or even speak’
drinking. Everywhere you look, Swedes have thrown
off the rocls with abandon and are either drinking
with a savage determination, staggering around, or
bellowing incoherently at one another. Not that the
atmosphere is especially threatening or anything, it's
just — for want of a better word — a bit ‘metal’.
Faithless have their work cut out, then. Especially
since they're not on until the early hours, peak time
for incoherent bellowing and drunken staggering.
They do the biz, though. They're old warhorses
and happily admit that the more difficult the crowd,
the more fired up they get. So, the big old
favourites like ‘Salve Mea’ and ‘Insomnia’ sound
awesome, and the new material tears the place up,
especially an invigorated ‘Tarantula’ and ‘We Come
One'. Maxi Jazz — suddenly dapper in a suit — is
the coolest man ever to-walk the face of the planet;
Sister Bliss is a Siouxsie Sioux for the 21st
Century; Aubrey Nunn a bass God, and Zoe
Johnston the shrewdest addition to a band since
Primal Scream hired Andy Weatherall. In two ticks
they have a crowd that not long ago worshipped at
the shrine of Fred Durst eating from the palms of
their hands. They do it not because they're cool or
underground or political, but because they have
great tunes. Nothing else matters. m

So Solid Crewmen (and woman) Harvey,

Kaish, Romeo and Lisa Maffia drop in for tea
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A CRAMPED, CORK-LINED, KFC-scented
room high above the sun-struck roofs of Ayia
Napa. This is the headquarters of Napa Radio, but
right now the atmosphere's more like that of a
south London pirate. It's Saturday afternoon and
So Solid are runnin’ ting, limbering up in
preparation for another night of champagne and
basslines. Preparing the populace, teasing them,
pleasuring them with bass. Filling the blue skies
with musical stormclouds. On a map pinned to the
wall the range of the transmitter is roughly
sketched in crayon, a blood-red circle reaching far
inland and out over the glittering sea.

“| can see you but you can't see me," boasts MC
Mac. “It's all horror, it's all bling. You can't miss
us.” This summer, you certainly can't. So Solid
are the proverbial don.

But if So Solid have got Ayia Napa locked down
with their potent new take on the UK garage
sound (more of which later), they're not doing
badly on the political front either. Trigger and
Sniper, the newest members of the now 27
crew, are locally-bom Cypriot boys with salubrious
connections in this part of the world.

“Sniper’s family are mad millionaires,” explains
Mac. “His father owns everything. Him and his
younger brothers, they run the island. Trigger, his
dad’s close with them. His dad's a millionaire too.
But when Trigger was young, they didn't even have
the money to buy milk. They've just worked hard,
man. Now they've got two jewellery shops, the
biggest in Ayia Napa.”

Everyone in Cyprus knows Sniper's family, and
most people here know his connection with So
Solid. As a result of which, Muzik is assured, So
Solid can breeze in and out of garages without
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having to pay for their petrol. They get respect,
Corleone-style.

Contrary to what people might think, So
Solid don't move around together as one
inseparable mass. Apart from the
aforementioned trio, only four other members
are present this afternoon. Megaman (So
Solid’s self-appointed mouthpiece) and unofficial
heart-throb Romeo are due out later tonight.
The rest are in London or Ibiza, where they have
another residency, but will make appearances
throughout the summer. Even so, you sense
that knowing they're part of an extended family
is important to them and contributes to their
feeling of invulnerability. This whole crew thing
is starting to kick off.
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‘| think So Solid has motivated a lot of those who
are doing it now,” muses PDS, an ex-professional
dancer and at 26, the wise old man of the crew.
“Before, everyone was just single, single, single.
Single MCs and single DJs. Now you'll see that
the DJs who were bigger than us before, they're
getting crews started.”

These guys have grown up together, though, and
they’re connected by more than the desire to make
a quick buck. Musically and fiscally, the group has
its origins on the streets, not the boardroom of a
record company. They may have had some shady
dealings in the past (only weed, Megaman
stresses, never anything harder), but now they're
converting that money into something of real value.
Giving something back. And their burgeoning




empire — which at the last count encompassed

a pirate radio station, two record labels, a DJ
agency and the continued chart success of
members Oxide & Neutrino — is as much about
letting new talent through as it is about business.

“There's a ot of talent on the streets that ain’t
being heard,” the quietly-spoken Romeo explains
later. “What we're trying to do is get that talent
there known. It's possible to open doors; it's
possible to see the light at the end of the tunnel
and to walk towards it. It's not all about selling
drugs and robbing people. Just see your goal in
life and no-one's gonna hold you back.”

Still, they aren’t going to turn down the
opportunity to bling when it comes their way.

“We've got the rap thing going on,"says Mac.
“It's all about living the fast life, fast cars, mad
jewels, breaking the rules. . . know what I'm
sayin'? That's us. We're just how we've been
since we were young.”

But what about the music itself? Do So Solid
have the sonic juice to fuel their plans for world
domination? The bottom line is this — there's a
new sound coming through, a new permutation of
the protean beast that is electronic music, which
blows the dinky beats of commercial garage clear
out of the water. Its banshee bleeps and
stroboscopic basslines seem closer to early-
Nineties hardcore than they do to the funky pop of
Artful Dodger. The wheel has come full circle.

“With So Solid, we're not making normal house
and garage no more,” says Mac. “It's So Solid, we
call it So Solid music. The producers, they work
together most of the time and they come up with
some mad funky beats. They hit the street and
people feel them. Without the deep bassline, | don't
think you'd feel the tunes so much. With the deep
bassline you can feel it in your heart, even if you
can't dance, you'll feel it. It'll make you dance.”

The thing that So Solid stress above all else,
though, is the lyrical content of their music.

This has been an ongoing concern ever since
Megaman and Romeo cut their teeth MCing on

a ragga sound-system that Romeo's uncle ran

at Notting Hill Carnival. And in a way that parallels
the shift in late-Sixties Jamaica from ska to
rocksteady, the slower rhythms of garage (as
opposed to the drum-frenzy of jungle) have

given more opportunity for vocal expression.

‘I was into jungle, but | didn't MC 1o it,”
continues Mac. “Never. It wasn't really my thing.
When jungle was going on, | used to go to the
raves and enjoy myself but that was it. With

jungle, you can go up and chat a whole heap of
rubbish. Just rhythms with the mouth, know what
I'm sayin'? Some jungle MCs have got content,
they’ll chat some sense. But with garage it's a
slower beat, you've got more freedom. You can
express your feelings to people.”

Hence So Solid's perception of themselves as
perhaps the first truly British rap artists.

“Whereas a lot of English rappers rap like they're
from America”, observes PDS, “we’re rapping
English. We're not trying to put on the American
slang in our music. We're using our own English
slang, the way we talk.”

Listen to their stunning debut ‘Oh No
(Sentimental Things)' — which didn't break the top
20 purely because the inclusion of an extra mix
rendered it ineligible for the chart — or second
single ‘21 Seconds’ and you'll see what he means.

“What we've done is created a new sound,”
Harvey adds. “Our stuff is presentable to America.
‘21 Seconds’, you can't call that garage. It's more
on a Missy Elliot tip. You could go and present
that to someone like Puff Daddy.”

This fresh new sound has led to talk of a rift in
the scene. More specifically, in the wake of a
slightly rancorous Radio 1 appearance, between
So Solid and The Dreem Team.

‘I just made a joke, it was a spur of the moment
thing,” elaborates Romeo. “The Dreem Team
asked me how we could get further in our career.
And | just said we needed some more space for
younger talent. Just a simple joke.”

Despite the implication — and it was an obvious
one at the time, by all accounts — that Spoony and
co should themselves create space for the new
breed by retiring, Romeo insists there’s no beef.

“There ain't really no tension or anything.
There's not a hate thing, there's not a jealousy
thing or anything like that.”

Still, the gulf between the soft-centred tracks that
get legal airplay and the tougher sound championed
by So Solid is widening. There are signs that these
elder statesmen are feeling the heat.

“They play vocal, happy stuff,” says Swiss. “Our
stuff's dark. We're coming from a different angle.
The other night at Insomnia [Ayia Napa's premier
after-party venue] you had Dynamite doing her
thing onstage, and you had Spoony come on and
interrupt her — saying to the crowd ‘Do you like
this? Who wants MCs to come up here and chat
shit?” And everyone was like, ‘what's this?’ It was
a real shock. | dunno man, it was wrong.”

By the time Megaman arrives in town late on
Saturday night, he's somewhat pissed.
Champagne-and-Hennessy-at-30,000 feet pissed
in fact. Too pissed to MC, and certainly too pissed
to remember he's meant to be spilling the beans to
Muzik. The other members of So Solid are
understandably furious, and the night begins to
descend into farce as scuffles break out between
them, Megaman and various members of the public.

Romeo by contrast is quiet and in control, and
mobbed by ladies wanting him to pose for photos as
soon as we enter the cavernous interior of Club Ice
(the venue for So Solid's summer-long residency).
How does he feel about all this attention?
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‘It doesn't piss me off,” Romeo says back in
London. “It's not like | like a lot of attention, but if it
has to be done, it has to be done. | keep them
sweet. | treat myself properly though, cos | don't
like people chatting my name and saying ‘Romeo
took this person home last night”. | just keep myself
to myself and work first, focus first, business first.”

So Solid have got plans, you see. There's an
album due out later in the year which, on the
evidence of the few tracks Muzik has heard, is going
to make a big splash. There's talk of a UK residency,
a smart club with “butlers on rollerskates” and none
of that VIP area shit. There's their weekly So Solid
Sunday club night in Ibiza. They've even been
spreading the So Solid gospel at grassroots level,
playing shows in schools up and down the country.

“What we're trying to do,” says Romeo, “is to
create something brand new. Something exclusive,
something no-one’s ever done before. And so far
we've accomplished all those three things. Soon
everyone's gonna see the light. All the envious guys
and all the haters, they're changing their views now.
We've earned respect from the streets. We've
done our groundwork, we've been there, we've
done that, fought for it, struggled, sacrificed
for it, and now it's all coming through.”

UK hip hop —it's good

THEBRITISH are coming! So
enthused David Puttnam after the
Oscar success of Chariots Of Fire. Or
was it Gandhi? Anyway, the release of
subsequent worldwide smashes like
Shopping, Sorted, The Devilish Doctor
Kenneth Curbishley, Lord And Lady
Poncenby's Affairand Harriet, Meet
Julian, Nigel And Crispin has proved
him correct. Ohalright, maybe not.

Butif the British film industry has been
ofthailed and failed, it's nothing
compared to what we laughingly call
the British hip hop ‘industry’.
Remember Derek B, The Wee Papa
Girl Rappers, Overlord X, 3 Wize Men
and Ruthless Rap Assassins? No? Us
neither. Sowe're a bit dubious about
shouting abouta UK b-boy/gir revival.

Whatwe have seenin the last few
yearsis aresurgent scene, crystallised
around labels like Ronin, Wordplay and
Big Dada and artists like Blade, Ty,
Blak Twang, Skitz, Nextmen, Rodney
Pand, of course, Roots Manuva. Few
of them are what you'd exactly call
newcomers (Blade recently cracked
the Top 20 justin time for his 80th
birthday), but there's been amass
getting-of-arses-in-gear, helped by
wider and more respectful press
attention. Allthat's been lacking is that
onekilleralbum. Untilnow, thatis.

Roots Manuva, the Crufatin
(whatever that means) s here to get
the UK shiznit bang on a track that ain't
wack, jack. Charming, erudite,
personal, experimental but always
approachable, ‘Run Come Save Me' is
abenchmark for UK hip hop. It stands
comparison with critics Yankee-
doodle-darlings Outkast and Cannibal
Ox, butwith UKdian lyrical concerns
that make it OURS (with apologies to
ouroverseas readers).

Roots Manuva, pictured in the
metaphorical ‘desert of UK hip hop’,
while the ‘sunset of US dominance’
shedsits light all around

Daring to start off the hip hop map
with the string-heavy, er, ‘No Strings’,
‘RunCome. . ." heads deepinto avant
garde territory with the blips and sub-
bass of ‘Bashment Boogie’ and
‘Witness' before roping in Chali 2na of
Jurassic 5 and swimming back to the

hip hop mothership on ‘Join The Dots'.

Things then turn even weirder, with the
stifling dope-paranoia and icy synth
blasts of ‘ltal’, and ‘Article’, where
Roots throws down some real ju-ju
shit, rambling and speaking in tongues
like ashaman (not Mr C, obviously)
over clumping voodoo beats.

Unlike some recent Big Dada output,
though, this isn’tan album to daunt
people without interesting facial hair.

When he feels like it, Manuva can do
mainstream better than most
mainstream acts. It's justhe chooses
totoss the Wu-esque ‘Swords In The
Dirt', the Craig David-quoting weed
ode ‘Highest Grade’ and bitter-sweet

‘Dreamy Days' at the end of the album.

And forall the talk of weed, rum,
bitter, E (this is the most chemically-
enhanced album since ‘The Marshall
Mathers LP"); friends hanging outand
falling over, there are personal lyrics
here to match anything in modem
music. In particular, ‘Sinny Sin Sins’,
where Roots Manuva tries to come to
terms with his faith, that of his
Pentecostal preacher father's and that
of other people with “Their strange

perceptions of Heaven and Hell."

The track is an epiphany, set over

THE joy of the best dance compilations is that you
avoid becoming stuck in a single entrenched groove.
Artist/DJ albums, by contrast, often become bogged
down in either the limited studio scope of their creator,
or producers forcing themselves into styles with which
they're unfamiliar in the hope of ‘doing a Moby’ along
the way. Itis with openarms, then, that we embrace
Aberdeen prodigy Chris Cowie's ‘greatest hits’.

Cowie has recorded under so many pseudonyms
that, strictly speaking, it's nota collection of his most
popular material, more a double CD of personal
favourites. He may have provided some cheesier
thrills for a few bob and a bit of fun on the Hook label
he runs with Stuart Emslie, but it's sister imprint
Bellboy where his true passion lies.

Capable of anything from magnificent cosmic beatnik
chill out as God Within to Detroit-style techno as Vegas
Soul, Cowie’s twelves have been played by everyone
from Danny Howells to Andrew Weatherall. Here,
beside five previously unreleased newies he mixes
tracks done as X-Cabs, Vegas Soul, F2, Stonemaker
and Scan Carriers, alongside remixes of 808 State
(‘Black And White') and Frankie Bones (‘Invader’).

The result, on CD1, is a primeval throb, bouncing
between trancy techno and pulsing Tenaglian
tribalism until it reaches a more sedate conclusion.

So they
ended up doing a remix.
“This album has led me
into an area that | could
explore for another 100
years. It's so inspirational
— it's all about getting into
places that you shouldn't.”

STUART MCMILLAN from Oxford, and
Glasgow’s Orde Meikle initially hooked up in the late
Eighties and —along with like-minded friends — set
about rejuvenating Glasgow's club scene through
their various promotions and residencies. In 1988
they gave Scotland its first ever acid house night and
their Slam@The Arches residency from 1993 to
1998 has gone down in club folklore as one of the
UK's finest ever techno/house nights.

Their success on the club circuit inspired them to
setup the Soma record labelin 1991 with the help of
Glenn Gibbons, Dave Clarke and Jim Moutune. The
¢ first release was a double A-side featuring Slam'’s

prog-house influenced 'Eterna’, and ‘IBO’ by
Rejuvenation. Slam'’s follow up came in 1993 with
the glorious ‘Positive Education’, an instant
underground club anthem. Two years later, their
six-track, double-pack EP ‘Snapshots’ cemented
their status as quality techno producers.

In the same year, popular demand saw the
re-release of 'Positive Education’ with remixes from
Richie Hawtin, Derrick Carter and Luke Slaterin a
double vinyl package.

Spring 1996 saw the limited edition release of the
Reese-inspired ‘Dark Forces EP', a taster for the
debut LP ‘Headstates' which followed shortly after.

[t was all quiet on the Slam front until early this year,
when ‘Narcotourists’ by Slam Versus Unkle became
the 100th 12-inch release on Soma. ‘Positive
Education’ was re-released yet again with new mixes
by Carl Cox, Josh Wink and Slam themselves, and
recent months have seen the release of second
album ‘Alien Radio’, and the single ‘Lifetimes’.

Slam have also recorded under the guises of
Pressure Funk and Counterplan on Soma. As
Pressure Funk, the emphasis is on tough, funky
techno. Between 1997 and 1999 they released four
twelves: ‘Pressure Funk’ (1997), ‘Twisted Funk’
(1998), ‘Ghetto Jack’ (1999) and ‘Pressure Theme'
(1999). There was also an LP, ‘Twisted Funk’in
1999. As Counterplan they released the deep, techy
‘90 Degrees' in 1998. Orde Meikle is also one third
of Universal Principles on Soma with Glenn Gibbons
and Nick Peacock. They released ‘Inspiration And
Light'in 1998, ‘Flying High' last year, and a
self-titled album full of funky house, jazzy breaks
and downtempo nuggets.

Slam have been remixing since they started
recording. Their 1991 re-working of Kym Sum'’s
garage classic ‘Too Blind To See It' still rocks and can
be acquired cheaply. In 1992, they mixed DSK's
‘What would We Do’ on Boy's Own. The likes of
Sunscreem, A Man Called Adam and Stereo MCs
followed, as well as synth guru/twat Jean-Michel
Jarre's ‘Chronologie Part 6’ (Disques Dreyfus,
1994). More recently their clients have included
Larry Heard, lan Pooley, Dot Allison, Death In Vegas
and Underworld.

Their first mix CD ‘Psychotrance 4' is worth finding
second hand as is last year's double mix CD ‘Past
Lessons/Future Theories' on Distinct'ive Breaks
and more recently Muzik rather generously gave
away a free Slam mix CD.

WITH MOST festival promoters willing to sell their grandmothers to
secure Brixton's current favourite sons as headliners, it's curious to say
the least that the only UK Jaxx gig this year is this spangled hometown
affair. And on the face of it, attempting to recreate the vibe of their
infamous Rooty evenings in the Brixton Academy — a venue more used
to rockers planting cowboy boots on the monitors — seems misguided.

After Wookie's low-key PA and Robert Owens' bass-heavy
update of ‘I'll Be Your Friend' lay the foundations, it starts to look
like they might just pull it off. But as Simon and Felix take the
stage, there's still a certain trepidation in the air.

Rabble-rousing opener ‘Romeo’ has Kele Le Roc's sexed up
contribution sparking the atmosphere, yet by the time ‘Get Me Off'
kicks in a few tracks later it's no longer possible to ignore the fact that
the sound is dodgier than the PA in school assembly. Simon's
acoustic strumming on ‘Rendez-Vu’ is rendered inaudible, while the
beat terrorism of ‘Where's Your Head At?’ sounds unforgivably muted.

Some of the newer songs don't help much, either. In this
context, ‘Rooty’ tracks likes ‘Just One Kiss' and ‘SFM’ are
revealed as poor cousins when placed in direct contrast to the
rambunctious ‘Red Alert’ or the mighty finale of ‘Bingo Bango'.

It's disappointing that, while there may be more flamenco
dancers than ever before, ‘Rooty’ just doesn't seem to have the
welly to provoke the scenes of hysteria last year’s live shows
guaranteed.
