Puff Daddy lets out a sharp sigh
and fixes one eye on the office
clock. It's just gone 12 noon at
Bad Boy Records, a well-to-do
office space in New York's fashion
district, and Puffy is tired. He's
already charged through two hours
worth of meetings over at his
house, didn't leave the recording
studio until gone six this morning
and there's still much more to get
done. The latest Mary J Blige
album needs to be wrapped, Jay-
Z's new project needs to be
discussed, and the first Bad Boy
release under his newly-minted
£30 million deal with Universal
Records, the soundtrack for ‘Bad
Boys II', the upcoming Jerry
Bruckheimer movie staring Will
Smith and Martin Lawrence, is just
about to be released. “I don't get
much shut-eye," he says in his low,
whispery drawl. “Nah, | don't ever
really get to sleep.”

He spots an assistant scurrying
past the door. “Yo!” He hands over
some paperwork and watches
closely as she darts off again, past
rows of silver disks hanging in the
corridor. Yes, there's still so much
to get done.

Fighting for space in the Puff
Daddy desk diary is one project
that the music industry has
greeted with some surprise. Puff
Daddy is making a dance album.
Not a hip house, rap-meets-rave
Jungle Brothers affair, but a full-on,
all flags and whistles clubbing
album. Felix Da Housecat is on it.
So are Deep Dish, Royksopp,
Jacques Lu Cont and Richard X.
The first fruit of his labours - ‘Let's
Get III', basically Joey Beltram's
‘Energy Flash' redone by Darren
Emerson, sung by Puffy and Kelis
and overseen by Nelle Hooper - is
out imminently.

But, how serious is Puffy about
making a record custom-huilt for
the dancefloors? Serious enough
to spend last summer whooping it
up in Ibiza, checking out the
dancers on stilts at Manumission,
grinding up against Lottie’s bum
and dancing about in front of a
flabbergasted Pete Tong in Pacha.

It's not the behaviour we've
come to expect from the £300
million Napoleon of hip hop, but
that's just the way Puffy likes it.

What did you make of Ibiza?
You're known for your
partying, but Ibizan clubs
aren’t China White..

“The clubs were the purpose of

being there! It was more different
to any place I'd been befare. It
opened my eyes up to just so many
things - that there are places that
are not all about materialism. Just
places where people go and
congregate. It's not about
materials, or how big the boat is, or
anything like that. It's just about
having a good time, no matter if
you're staying in your local $50-a-
night hotel room or you're in one of
them big houses in Ibiza town.”

You must have enjoyed
yourself. One visit and you've
‘gone’ dance.

“If you was just seeing me going to
Ibiza, you'd be thinking ‘Oh, he
went to |biza and he had a light
bulb in his head to do a dance
album.” But, | started out from The
Paradise Garage and Junior
Vasquez and Little Louis Vega and
all of that when | was coming up,
dancing in the club. That’s how |
got my break, getting chosen for
hip hop videos, you know what I'm
saying? So my history goes further
back than a lot of people who are
into dance music now.”

Weren't you rather young,
though? The Paradise Garage
was at its height in 1982, You'd
have been 12,

“Yeah, yeah, yeah. . . | was too
young. | shouldn't have been there,
but | mean, you're talking about
NEW YORK! You're talking about
right after Studio 54. You're talking
about peaple that loved to dance
and just were in love with the
music, you know. White, black,
street, gays, everybody just
dancing all under one groove. |
went to the Sound Factory more
than | went to The Garage. | only
went to The Garage, like, twice.
Sound Factory, you know, | was a
regular at it.”

Richard X does a triumphant
shuffle around the mixing desk as
he plays back the fruits of last
night's work. Yes, he thinks, that's
sounding pretty good.

48 hours earlier Puffy had found
the one man in Ibiza who could
rent him a portable recording
studio, and had it installed in his
villa, Now he can work - ‘lay down
the vibe’ - whenever inspiration
takes him. Last night inspiration
came calling at midnight. Richard
X, here at Puffy's behest, had
already been beavering away on
his own the previous afternoon,
recording the vocals for ‘Finest

> Dreams’ with Kelis for his

own album and sketching out
the rhythm for a Puffy track, to be
called ‘So Gangsta'.

“Don't let the title fool you,” X
says. “I'm not so much into the full-
on side of house. I'm much more
of an electronic boy. What we were
after was something reminiscent
of the early Trax records.” He
chuckles, “It's inspiring to work
with Puffy. It's not laboured -
everything's just jammed and very
much for the moment.”

Remarkably, Richard is taking all
this in his stride. Last week he got
a call asking him down to Home
Recordings, Nelle Hooper's studio
in London's Queens Park. Puffy
was in town, wanting to start work
on a new dance record. Kelis had
heard Richard's demos and
thought he'd be a good person to
get involved. “They said ‘come
along and join in the fun," he says.
He was surprised to find that
making ‘Let's Get lll' required
some 10 people. Nelle Hooper was
there, so was Darren Emerson,

their respective producers and a
small fleet of technicians. Jacques
Lu Cont, Darren Emerson and
Nelle Hooper have all since done
an edit each, with Deep Dish
providing some additional
production pointers. “I'm not quite
sure who's left in the United
Kingdom who hasn’t had a go on
that record,” Richard says.

Still, it's all good fun. In a few
hours time Puffy will insist they all
go to the closing party at Pacha.
Puffy and his entourage and
Richard X and Kelis, will be sat in
the VIP area, handing out bottles
of Veuve Clicqot and 1800 Tequila
to startled clubbers, with Puffy
jumping on the dancefloor when
Underworld’s ‘Two Days Off' comes
on. Richard X will come to refer to
it as “the strangest night of 2002.”

2002 was the year things started
to go right again for 34-year-old
Sean John Combs. It was the year
he began to fight back against
those who had written him off
following the altercation in Club

New York in December 1999, that
could have landed him with 15
years behind bars. Though he was
acquitted of the charges - illegal
possession of a firearm and
attempting to bribe a witness - his
reputation was left dented, more
so when girlfriend Jennifer Lopez
very publicly dumped him in
January 2001. For the first time in
his career Puffy remembers
hearing boos and jeers at his
personal appearances. The king of
hip hop’s crown had slipped, but
he wasn't about to ahdicate just
yet.

Puffy started 2002 by joking with
a journalist that he was changing
his name to P Diddy (what his pal
Biggy Smalls called him) only to
wake up the next day to find this
‘news’ on the front page of the
New York Post. Still, a new name
seemed to herald a fresh turn of
luck. Profits from his Sean John
clothing line rose by 30 per cent to
£200 million. He was nominated
as Menswear Designer Of The Year
in America - alongside Ralph
Lauren and Marc Jacobs. His MTV
show Making The Band 2 - a sort
of hip hop Pop Stars - became the
channel’s third highest-rated show.
He turned in more than passable
minor parts in independent films
Made and Monsters Ball. And
though Bad Boy’s one album
release performed badly - the
inaccurately-titled ‘We Invented
The Remix’, selling just one million
copies, he turned out big hits by
teaming up with The Neptunes
(‘Diddy') and Usher (‘| Need A Girl
(Part 1)"). Puffy finished the year,
and celebrated his 33rd birthday,
by throwing ‘The Greatest Party Of
All Time' in Morocco. King
Mohammed VI picked up the $1
million dollar bill for flying guests
including Naomi Campbell, Sir
Elton John, Ivana Trump and Tobey
Maguire to North Africa.

Two months before that,
however, he was enjoying the
|hizan sunshine on board his 105ft
Mangusta yacht, in the company of
Nelle Hooper. Puffy was intrigued
by the music he was hearing
booming out of the clubs around
|biza town. It sounded pretty cool.
It was something he thought he
could turn his hand to. Nelle
suggested that Puffy fly to London.
There were some people, DJ
friends of his, he said he might like
to meet. ...

Why should we buy a Puff
Daddy dance album?

“It's not going to have, like, a
commercial smash hit. It ain’t like
a bunch of radio records on there,
it's like a vibe. It's really like seven
days of whiling out with me, you

know what I'm saying? It's like real
sexual and sensual you know, but
also gangsterish. It's like some
sexy gangster shit. I'm trying to
make an album that you'll want to
listen to the whole way through,
you know what I'm saying? It ain't
one of these popcorn shits. This is
like a soundtrack to an ill movie. A
soundtrack to your wildest dreams.
It's some shit you could rob a bank
to. Or you could fuck your girl to. Or
you could fuck two girls to."

What do the Bad Boy staff
make of all this raving?

“From my side of music that I'm
primarily known for, people are like
‘Who's Deep Dish? Why are you
working with Deep Dish? And
who's this cat Felix Da Housecat?’
Hopefully, though, it will get a level
of notoriety to open up doors for all
other genius cats that have
albums that, to be honest, are
probably going to be 100 per cent
better than this one.”

Are you saying your high
profile is going to help out
dance mugic?

“| want to be honest, | ain't really
doing it for the sake of dance
music. I'm doing it for the cat
who's an the dancefloor dancing.
That cat - he wants something
different. We've made it in this
business, in the rap industry, but
there's stil somebody on the
dancefloor living for what we do.”

bellows Puffy over the thundering
PA. ‘Let's GET UP and let's GET
ILL!" Dry ice whooshes around his
body, a single green lazer shoots
through the night sky. Puffy jerks
his body like a backfiring car, a
rough approximation of the rave
dancing he'd seen last summer,
and collapses onto the stage. The
crowd, 2,000 of the American
dance industry’s prime movers and
shakers, give him a standing
ovation. ‘Puff-eee!’ they scream.
‘Puff-eee!” Through careful
planning with Nelle Hooper, it's
been decided that the best place
to debut the Puffy dance project
should be the DanceStar USA
Awards, an evening of corporate
back-slapping during Miami's
Winter Music Conference.

With preliminary work on ‘Let’s
Get lI' rush-finished by Nelle
Hooper, Puffy scrambled to get a
handful of vinyl copies pressed up
in New York, 24-hours before flying
down to Florida. “There's three
different versions of ‘Let's Get IIl,"
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Liguino PeopLE Vs TALK TaLK - IT's My LIFE
Liquid People get to grips with Talk Talk's classic 80's
hit turning it into a house anthem. Huge support from
Pete Tong and one that's gonna' be shaking dancefloors
all summer long.

“P Diddy comes up in this scene
and shows us how to do it right,”
says DJ Hell.

Later, Felix presses play on the
iPod. As well as the Xerox of
‘Madame Hollywood’ - working
title ‘Holy Clone’ - he plays ‘Do

fulltime musician. How's that for
keeping it real?

Standing in the lobby of their
Bloomsbury hotel, ESG look less like
dance music legends than a giggly
group of tourists over in ‘Yoorup' for
sightseeing and shopping. Nicole
and Chistelle, daughters of the
original three Scroggins sisters, look
like any American teenagers. Renee
could be your mate's mum, and
she's flanked by her equally
unshowy sisters — drummer Valerie
and percussionist Marie. Their most
noticeable feature is that they
collectively possess the most
bosom of any band in the world. You
just don't know where to look.

ESG (it stands for emerald,
sapphire and gold - their birth
stones) started out banging
saucepans in a kitchen in the South
Bronx projects. It was this deprived
comer of the five boroughs that
shaped ESG's astraltravelling, part
funk, part punk sound. Their mother
bought drums for Valerie and an
electric guitar for Renee as a way of
keeping them off the streets.

“The one thing you get about
growing up in the projects is a real
desire to get right out of the
projects,” says Renee. “There were
drugs and gangs. You had to take
care of yourself.”

And did you?

“Oooch, we were bad girls in
some respects!”

So, they swapped the streets for
sounds. Their mom sang in a gospel
choir, dad played the sax, and the
record player had James Brown on
heavy rotation, and the sisters

soaked up every last ounce of
music that shook the walls of their
parental home.

“ESG were fab,” recalls ex-Factory
Records boss Tony Wilson, the first
UK record industry mover to chance
upon them. At the time, the
fledgling outfit were playing New
York club Hurrah's, alongside A
Certain Ratio, a youthful New Order
and an unknown teenager called
Madonna.

“We'd booked some studio space
- EARS in New Jersey,” reminisces
Wilson, “to start work on New
Order’s first single and ACR’s album,
s0 we set aside a day or two to
record some stuff by ESG.” It was
this session that spawned THE
seminal punk funk EP, ‘Step On’.

“We got on great,” continues
Wilson. “It was one of our favourite
early singles and Martin [Hannett -
fabled Factory producer] was
always obsessed with it."

So obsessed, in fact, that
Hannett, on leaving Factory records
and having worked with Joy Division,
New Order and many other alumni,
kept just one mastertape: the ESG
EP.

Brixton soundcheck over, ESG
spurn sightseeing to retreat to their
hotel, having dispatched their press
officer to Burger King and Pizza
Express to fetch their dinner.

“They’re not exactly demanding,”
laughs Karen from their record label,
Soul Jazz. “They're never going to be
the type of band to insist on
huckets of cocaine, it's just they
know exactly what they want. I'd say
they were typical New York women.”

It's surprising how reasonable ESG
are, given the bad luck that has
dogged them for years. In spite of
huge critical acclaim, they predictably
suffered at the unique

‘management’ approach taken hy
Factory. Moreover, sampling ESG
without permission or payment for a
long time seemed to be the number
ane sport of many hip hop
producers, as Renee ruefully recalls.

“At one point | was hearing our
riffs on the radio day and night! That
was very frustrating, especially
when the lyrics were demeaning to
women."”

In the early Nineties, ESG
hammered the point home with
‘Sample Credits (Don’t Pay My
Bills)', and Renee still dedicates a
good portion of her time to chasing
up riff-lifting producers.

Later on, Renee recounts how her
mother once threatened to throw
her out of a moving vehicle. It was
on their way to a local talent contest
when the girls where teenagers and
Renee had an attack of stage fright
- their instruments were no good;
they couldn't do it.

“You’re going up there, you're as
good as any of them,” Mrs Scroggins
said. So they did, and they kept on
getting up there — when their blue-
haired punk audiences scared them
half to death; when Valerie got food
poisoning and had a Soul Jazz
employee behind the drum kit
holding a bucket; when babies had
to be left home with Mom.

You can’t blame them for hunting
down samples and gently
demanding respect. Even now, ina
recent book claiming to be the ‘True
story of Factory Records’ by
journalist Mick Middles, they are
miss-named SFG. Ouch. We don't
fancy Mick’s chances much if
Renee gets hold of him.

the more popular vocalists, like
Elephant Man or Bounty Killer,
command huge fees.

Buju Banton's version, ‘Tra-La-La-
La-La', was stripped down and
frenetic, while Danny English and
Egg Nog's edition, ‘Party Time’,
emphasised the smoother strings.

By the summer of 2001, the
tune was ruling many a dance and
more established vocalists began
to express an interest, Atlantic
Records' reggae star Wayne
Wonder, first heard the track in June
2001, while working in New York.

Dance mugic pioneers Daft Punk get
animated with their latest musical project

aft Punk are to
convention what
dodecahedral, tenth

dimensional pegs are to boring old
round holes. The proof? Their new
album, Interstellar 5555, isn't @ new
album at all - it's a 67 minute,
animated Manga adventure whose
soundtrack is their old album,
2001's ‘Discovery’.

Debuted at the ritzy-glitzy Cannes
Film Festival in May and scheduled
for UK release in arthouse cinemas
and on DVD later in the year, it may
well be the Yellow Submarine for the
acid house generation.

If the concept sounds perfectly
Daft, the plot, subtitied The Story Of
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+++ Suffer having their mouth
shrunk to a very small size. . .

!

The Secret Star System, is fairy-tale
barmy: A blue-skinned alien pop band
are abducted from a parallel universe,
reborn as a manufactured chart act
and put to work by The Man. Happily,
they subsequently overthrow music
biz slavery, execute their captor and
return in a guitar-shaped spaceship
to their native dimension, where
good vibes, hot tunes and galactic
partying continue forevermore.
Dismissing in an instant the
‘difficult third album' quandary,
Interstellar 5555 is many things: the
evolution of Daft Punk’s global
multimedia brand-extension strategy;
a benchmark in creative pop video,
fusing western music and Eastern

cinematic language; and a great
film to skin up in front of.

So pleased with their new film
are the press-loathing Thomas
Bangalter and Guy Manuel De
Homem-Christo, they even presented
their animated adventure, in person,
at the annual Mediterranean
cinematic orgy.

“We're always looking for new
experiences,” Thomas tells Muzik the
following day, lounging by his hotel
pool. “We wanted to do a musical
work and a film that would fit
together. ‘Discovery’ was written in a
narrative way - from the beginning it
was intended to be seen as one story
and one big whole.”

Daft Punk remain the most
intriguing, creative business autfit in
dance music. After their robot masks,
the on-line music sharing network
daftclub.com and their successful
Crydamoure and Roule solo projects,
Interstellar 5555 is their most
ambitious project yet. Work on the
film began three years ago and
involved a team of 170 animators
headed by 65-year-old Leiji
Matsumoto, who Thomas calls “a
legend of old-schoal animation.”

Stylistically, the film references the
retro-futurist technology and fashion
of the Seventies and Eighties that
Daft Punk have used elsewhere in
their music and videos.

“The music industry is getting
worse,” Thomas continues, “there is
a lack of creativity and originality.”

Positioning Daft Punk as
multimedia producers with a truly
global audience, Interstellar 5555
fills the waiting time for Daft Punk's
third album tantalisingly.

“We're not giving up music, but we
were more excited by this project
than the general state of music right
now,” concludes Thomas, shortly
before teleparting back to his orange
and blue spaceship stationed several
miles above the French riviera.

GALAXY 2 GALAXY Hi-Tech Jazz
(Underground Resistance)

Still UR's best track, ‘Hi-Tech Jazz' temporarily marked a
move away from aggressive militancy into the realms of
star sailing cosmology - a place they would return to
often. Universally adored, and a big crossover hit.

YENNEK Serena X (Buzz)

The best moment from Kenny Larkin's ‘Panic In Detroit’
album. Released on the same Belgium label who later
put out the ground-breaking ‘Virtual Sex' compilation,
‘Serena X' is still Larkin's most thrilling, mesmerising
moment. Also includes an excellent Carl Craig mix.

DREXCIYA Deep Sea Dweller (Shockwave)
‘Depressurization’ on the flipside is the one. It defined
the Drexciya sound and set out their weird obsession
with the sea and strange mythology about a race of
super humans who developed the ability to live
underwater after escaping from the slave ships of old.

DOPPLEREFFEKT Sterilization (Dataphysix)

A bunch of brothers pretending to be German,
Dopplereffekt tread a fine line between what's disturbingly
sick (this track alludes to Nazism) and what's just plain
funny. A big influence on the electroclash scene, this was
recently re-released in an ambient style on 'Gigolo.

JEFF MILLS The Bells (Purpose Maker)
